The PD&E study process includes a comprehensive evaluation of alternatives leading to the selection of a preferred alternative. Our team is reevaluating the proposed alternative from the 1994 study of the Causeway Boulevard corridor. Design concepts were developed based on the project need, and they have been evaluated based on engineering concerns, costs, social and environmental impacts.

A reevaluation is the process used to document compliance with federal laws and to identify any changes that may have occurred since the approval of the original environmental document. The original PD&E study was approved on May 24, 1994. This reevaluation is needed  to update the 1994 study, documenting changes in the design standards, project footprint, reassessing socioeconomic and environmental impacts, and comparing any new alternative options with the previously approved roadway improvement.

The purpose of this project is to reduce traffic delays associated with the CSX railroad crossing, support the safe movement of trucks and freight, and enhance safety and connectivity among bicyclists and pedestrians. 
 
The need for this project is evidenced by traffic delays at US 41 and Causeway Boulevard, experienced both in the morning and evening hours. In addition to truck traffic, the CSX crossings to the south of the intersection also add to the traffic delays, especially in the morning. This project will also address multimodal connectivity and safety within the area. 

Between 2015 and 2019, there were 372 crashes that occurred within the study area. The majority of crashes in the study area were rear end crashes, followed by sideswipe and angle crashes. Pedestrians were involved in three crashes and bicyclists in eight (8) crashes. There were five (5) fatal crashes, including one (1) involving a pedestrian. There were also ten (10) vehicle-train crashes at the US 41 railroad crossing south of Causeway Blvd.

Causeway Boulevard is an important east-west corridor and US 41 is an important north-south corridor. Causeway Boulevard west of US 41 and US 41 south of Causeway Boulevard are part of FDOT's Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) and are designated as SIS Connectors. The CSX railroad crossing south of Causeway Boulevard is designated as an SIS Railway Connector. Both roadways are designated hurricane evacuation routes.

The portion of US 41 through the project limits is designated as a Critical Urban Freight Corridor, or a public road located in an industrial area that connects to important highways and interstates within the National Highway Freight Network.

Adverse effects on air quality are not expected because the project area is in attainment for all National Ambient Air Quality Standards. This project is expected to enhance air quality by reducing existing traffic delays associated with vehicles idling at the southern CSX railroad crossing. 

Additionally, a contamination screening evaluation was performed that identified ten (10) high-risk, sixteen (16) medium risk and sixty-six (66) low or no risk potentially contaminated sites adjacent to the project improvements. The FDOT will conduct further testing for high and medium risk sites and, if necessary, oversee remediation activities within the construction footprint.
