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1. INTRODUCTION 
 
 The Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), District Seven, is conducting a Project 
Development and Environment (PD&E) study to address capacity and safety improvements for US 41 
(State Road [SR]) 45) from Kracker Avenue to south of SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard) in Hillsborough 
County, Florida (Figure 1). This roadway project proposes to widen US 41 (SR 45) from a four-lane 
divided rural and urban facility to a six-lane divided facility. The study limits length is approximately 
7.0 miles. In addition, the replacement of the bridges at Bullfrog Creek and the Alafia River are also 
planned. This segment of US 41 was evaluated in the Programming Screen of the Efficient 
Transportation Decision Making (ETDM) process (project #5180) in 2013. The Work Program Item 
(WPI) Segment Number (No.) for this project is 430056-1. A State Environmental Impact Report 
(SEIR) was also prepared for this study and was approved in January 2017 following the Public 
Hearing. Since 2017, this project has received federal funding, and a Type 2 Categorical Exclusion 
(CE) environmental document is currently being prepared. This CRAS Addendum updates the cultural 
resources for WPI Segment No. 430056-1 in support of the Type 2 CE. 
 

As part of the PD&E Study a Cultural Resource Assessment Survey (CRAS) was prepared in 
2014 for US 41 (SR 45) from Kracker Avenue to south of SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard) in 
Hillsborough County (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). The objective of the CRAS was to locate and 
identify any archaeological sites and historic resources located within the project’s Area of Potential 
Effect (APE) and to assess, to the extent possible, their significance as per the criteria of eligibility for 
listing in the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). The archaeological APE was defined as the 
existing and proposed right-of-way (ROW) and the historical APE included the archaeological APE as 
well as the adjacent properties. As a result of the 2014 CRAS, two historic resources, the Alafia River 
Swing Span Bridge and Tender Station (8HI1007) and the CSX Railroad (8HI10237), were determined 
eligible for listing in the NRHP. All other cultural resources were found to be ineligible, and the State 
Historic Preservation Officer (SHPO) concurred with the findings on February 24, 2014 (Bendus 2014, 
Florida Division of Historical Resources [FDHR] Project File No. 2014-150). See Appendix A for 
previous SHPO correspondence.  
 

The purpose of this CRAS Addendum is to update the 2014 CRAS PD&E Study by conducting 
a Historic Resources Survey Update (HRSU) along US 41 (SR 45) from Kracker Avenue to south of 
SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard) and to survey 11 SMF and FPC sites, herein referred to as pond sites. 
The HRSU for the US 41 (SR 45) mainline will identify, record, and evaluate historic resources within 
the APE that were not included in the previous CRAS since they were not yet 50 years old at the time. 
As defined in 36 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) Part § 800.16(d), the APE is the “geographic area 
or areas within which an undertaking may directly or indirectly cause alterations in the character or use 
of historic properties, if any such properties exist.” The archaeological APE is defined as the footprint 
of construction of the proposed pond sites. The historic/architectural APE for the mainline includes the 
footprint of construction and immediately adjacent parcels. This APE remains in-keeping with the 2014 
US 41 (SR 45) CRAS (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). In addition, the historic/architectural APE for 
the proposed pond sites includes the footprint of construction and immediately adjacent resources as 
contained within 150 feet (ft). The archaeological field survey was conducted between February 17-20, 
2025, and the historic/architectural field survey was conducted on January 24, 2025 and February 21, 
2025.

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All work was conducted in compliance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation 
Act (NHPA) of 1966 (Public Law 89-665, as amended), as implemented by 36 CFR 800 (Protection of 
Historic Properties, effective August 2004), as well as Chapters 267 and 373, Florida Statutes (FS) 
and Chapter 1A-46, Florida Administrative Code (FAC). All work was performed in accordance with  
the standards outlined in Module 3 of the Cultural Resources Management Standards & Operational 
Manual (FDHR 2003) and Part 2, Chapter 8 (“Archaeological and Historical Resources”) of the 
FDOT’s Project Development and Environment (PD&E) Manual (FDOT 2024). The purpose of this 
analysis was to identify the presence of resources listed in or considered eligible for listing in the NRHP 
per the criteria set forth in 36 CFR Section 60.4 and if applicable, to apply the Criteria of Adverse 
Effects, as set forth in 36 CFR Part 800.5(a)(1) to the project. Principal Investigators meet the Secretary 
of the Interior's Professional Qualification Standards (48 FR 44716) for archaeology, history, 
architecture, architectural history, or historic architecture. 
   

As a result of the archaeological background research, which included a review of the previous 
US 41 PD&E Study CRAS and memos, the Florida Master Site File (FMSF) database, and the NRHP, 
there are no previously recorded archaeological sites within the 11 pond sites. However, there are 28 
previously recorded archaeological sites within one mile. A review of relevant site locational 
information for environmentally similar areas within Hillsborough County and the surrounding region 
indicated that the pond sites have a low to moderate potential for the occurrence of pre-Contact sites 
within the APE. The background research indicated that pre-Contact period sites, if present, would 
most likely be small shell middens or artifact scatters. Historic sites, in the form of historic refuse 
associated with the early development of the area, were anticipated. Only 9 of the 11 ponds were shovel 
tested due to access issues but the remaining two will be surveyed during the Design phase of the project 
prior to ground disturbing activities. Thus, as a result of the field survey, including the excavation of 
37 shovel tests, no new or previously recorded archaeological sites were discovered within any pond 
site.  
 

Historic background research, including a review of the FMSF database and the NRHP, 
indicated that 104 historic resources were previously recorded within the APE. These include 85 
buildings (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 8HI01022A – 8HI01022G, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 
8HI11379, 8HI12025 – 8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12058 – 
8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079 – 8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 
8HI12088, and 8HI12092 – 8HI12104), seven bridges (8HI01007, 8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 
8HI12021, 8HI12022, and 8HI12023), eight building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 
8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12120, 8HI12121, 8HI12122, and 8HI12123), and four linear resources 
(8HI10237, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129). Of these, all were determined ineligible for listing 
in the NRHP by the SHPO, with the exception of two historic resources, the Alafia River Swing Span 
Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) and a segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237), that were 
determined eligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO, 11 historic resources (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 
8HI01022A, 8HI01022B, 8HI01022C, 8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, and 8HI01022G, 
8HI12019, and 8HI12033) have not been evaluated by the SHPO, and one historic resource (8HI12100) 
that was found to have insufficient information for determining NRHP eligibility. A review of relevant 
historic United States Geological Survey (USGS) quadrangle maps, historic aerial photographs, and 
the Hillsborough County Property Appraiser’s website data revealed the potential for 50 new historic 
resources 46 years of age or older (constructed in or prior to 1979) within the APE (Henriquez 2025). 

 
The historic/architectural field survey resulted in the identification of 125 historic resources 

within the APE. This includes 48 newly identified historic resources (8HI15860 – 8HI15898, 
8HI15900, and 8HI16030 – 8HI16037) and 77 extant previously recorded historic resources 
(8HI01007, 8HI01058, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 8HI10237, 8HI11379, 8HI11793, 
8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, 8HI12023, 8HI12025, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 8HI12032, 
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8HI12033, 8HI12034, 8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 
8HI12068, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 8HI12082, 
8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12092 – 8HI12101, 8HI12103, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 
8HI12119, 8HI12120, 8HI12122, 8HI12123, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129). Of the 77 extant 
previously recorded historic resources located within the APE, four (8HI12019, 8HI12033, 8HI12100, 
and 8HI12120) were updated and re-evaluated and the remaining 73 extant previously recorded historic 
resources were not updated as they were already evaluated by the SHPO, and no changes were identified 
during this survey. Furthermore, 27 previously recorded resources (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 8HI01022A, 
8HI01022B, 8HI01022C, 8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, 8HI01022G, 8HI01059, 8HI12026, 
8HI12027, 8HI12028, 8HI12030, 8HI12058 – 8HI12066, 8HI12080, 8HI12102, 8HI12104, and 
8HI12121) were confirmed as demolished during the field survey. No historic resources are located 
within the proposed pond sites; however, pond sites are proposed adjacent to 13 ineligible resources 
(8HI12034, 8HI12046, 8HI12047, 8HI12120, 8HI12126, 8HI15862, 8HI15873, 8HI15879, 8HI15880, 
8HI15881, 8HI15882, 8HI15883, and 8HI16030) and four pond sites (SMF 6D1, SMF 6D2, SMF 7A, 
and FPC 9A/10A) are adjacent to a segment of the NRHP-eligible CSX Railroad (8HI10237). 
 

Of the 125 historic resources identified within the APE, 123 appear ineligible for listing in the 
NRHP. The ineligible resources include 98 buildings, constructed between circa (ca.) 1926 and 1979, 
seven bridges, seven linear resources, ten building complex resource groups, and one rural historic 
landscape. The 39 newly identified (8HI15860 – 8HI15898) and two updated historic buildings 
(8HI12033 and 8HI12100) are common examples of their respective architectural style that have been 
altered and lack significant historical associations with persons or events, and the 57 extant previously 
recorded buildings (8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI11379, 8HI12025, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 
8HI12032, 8HI12034, 8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 
8HI12068, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 8HI12082, 
8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12090, 8HI12092 – 8HI12099, 8HI12101, 8HI12103) remain 
ineligible for listing in the NRHP. The newly identified (8HI15900) and updated historic bridge 
(8HI12019) are typical examples of common pre- and post‐1945 concrete bridges found throughout 
Florida and do not possess any notable engineering features or design elements that would differentiate 
them from dozens of similar examples built throughout Florida during the same time period. In addition, 
the bridges were not recorded during the update to Historic Highway Bridges of Florida; however, 
similar examples were recorded and were evaluated as ineligible for listing in the NRHP during that 
survey update (FDOT 2012, Survey No. 20057). Background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. Thus, the newly identified and updated bridges do 
not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as a part of a historic district. The five 
extant previously recorded bridges (8HI11793, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, and 8HI12023) 
remain ineligible for listing in the NRHP. Furthermore, the three newly identified (8HI16031, 
8HI16032, and 8HI16033) and one updated (8HI12120) building complex resource group are common 
examples of mobile home parks and motels found throughout Florida and lack unique amenities or 
design features. Overall, the resources are not significant embodiments of a type, period, or method of 
construction, and background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons 
and/or events. Thus, the resources do not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or 
as a part of a historic district. The six extant previously recorded building complex resource groups 
(8HI01058, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12122, and 8HI12123) remain ineligible for listing 
in the NRHP. In addition, the newly identified rural historic landscape (8HI16030) does not retain 
historic integrity and is not a significant example of a fish farming operation as several similar examples 
of abandoned fish farming operations can be found throughout the immediate area and region. In 
addition, background research does not suggest that the resource played a significant role in the industry 
during its time of operation. As such, the rural historic landscape does not appear eligible for listing in 
the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. Finally, the four newly identified 
(8HI16034, 8HI16035, 8HI16036, and 8HI16037) linear resources are common examples of canals and 
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roadways found throughout Florida and are not significant embodiments of a type, period, or method 
of construction or engineering, and have no known significant historic associations. As such, the 
segments of the linear resources within the APE appear ineligible for listing in the NRHP; however, 
there is insufficient information to determine NRHP eligibility for the linear resources as a whole. The 
three extant previously recorded linear resources (8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129) remain 
ineligible for listing in the NRHP. 

 
The two resources, the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) and a 

segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237), were recorded within the APE during the 2014 CRAS and 
remain eligible for listing in the NRHP. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House 
(8HI01007) is considered eligible for listing in the NRHP under Criterion C in the area of Engineering 
as a rare example of a historic railroad swing bridge in Florida. In addition, a segment of the ca. 1918 
CSX Railroad (8HI10237) was determined eligible for listing in the NRHP under Criterion A in the 
area of Transportation for its instrumental role in the industrial, commercial, and residential 
development of the region. The segment was originally constructed as the Tampa Southern Railroad, a 
subsidiary of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad. Both resources appear to remain eligible for listing in 
the NRHP as neither resource has been significantly altered since the determination of eligibility made 
by the SHPO in 2014. 
 

In addition to the 125 historic resources identified within the APE, the Hillsborough County 
property appraiser identified two historic resources that could not be evaluated or recorded during the 
field survey due to lack of accessibility and/or obstructed views from the ROW. These include a ca. 
1965 building located at 12002 S US 41 and a ca. 1972 building located at 11545 S US 41. The ca. 
1965 building located at 12002 S US 41 is set back from the public ROW down a private drive on a 
parcel that is heavily vegetated. The ca. 1972 building located at 11545 S US 41 is set back from the 
public ROW behind an adjacent building, wooden fence, and vegetation. Based on available 
information, these resources are probably typical examples of vernacular style buildings; however, 
because the resources are not visible or accessible from the ROW, the status and condition of the 
resources are unknown.  
 

Since two historic properties (8HI01007 and 8HI10237) within the APE have been determined 
eligible for listing in the NRHP, the Criteria of Adverse Effect, as set forth in 36 CFR Part 800.5(a)(1), 
was applied to the project. The proposed work being conducted within the APE in proximity to these 
NRHP-eligible properties includes the widening of the existing roadway from a four-lane divided 
facility to a six-lane divided facility, and replacing the bridges at Alafia River (Bridge No. 100045 and 
100107). These bridges were recorded together (US 41 [SR 45] over the Alafia River, southbound [SB] 
and northbound [NB], respectively) as 8HI11793 and were found ineligible for listing in the NRHP by 
the SHPO on February 10, 2014. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007, 
no FDOT Bridge No.) and the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) are located adjacent to the proposed activities 
on the east side of US 41 (SR 45) and neither property will be impacted by the proposed improvements. 
The bridge replacement activities will remain within the existing ROW and will widen approximately 
10 ft to the east and 50 ft to the west. A majority of the proposed widening will occur going away from 
the NRHP-eligible properties and will not adversely result in physical destruction, damage, or alteration 
of all or part of the historic resources for which they appear NRHP eligible. The CSX Railroad 
(8HI10237) runs parallel to the US 41 (SR 45) corridor and no roadway improvements will take place 
within the CSX ROW. Furthermore, four of the proposed pond sites (SMF 6D1, SMF 6D2, SMF 7A, 
and FPC 9A/10A) are also located adjacent to segments of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) but are not 
within the CSX ROW. As such, the proposed undertaking will have no adverse effect on the Alafia 
River Swing Span Bridge (8HI01007) and CSX Railroad (8HI10237). Based on the results of the 
background research and field investigations, including the excavation of 37 shovel tests, the proposed 
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undertaking will result in no adverse effect to historic properties. No further cultural resources work is 
recommended. 

2. PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 
US 41 (SR 45), a major north-south arterial of regional significance that parallels Interstate 75 

(I-75) and US 301 in Hillsborough County, currently has both four-lane divided rural and urban typical 
sections. In addition, a 0.9-mile segment between Denver Street and SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard), 
was previously widened to a six-lane urban section and is excluded from the corridor re-evaluation. 
Existing lane widths vary from 11 to 12 ft and median widths vary from 19 to 40 ft. All areas include 
4 ft minimum wide paved shoulders. The posted speed limit is 50 miles per hour (mph) in the north 
Gibsonton community and 55 mph elsewhere. The existing ROW width varies from 100 ft in north 
Gibsonton to 182 ft in the areas to the south and north. 

 
Proposed improvements include widening to six lanes as well as intersection improvements, 

construction of stormwater management facilities and floodplain compensation sites, and multimodal 
improvements. Proposed typical sections include urban typical sections within north Gibsonton from 
Palm Avenue to Lula Street and suburban typical sections for the remainder of the project. Additional 
ROW will be required in the north Gibsonton area for the Preferred Alternative. Replacement of the 
bridges at Bullfrog Creek and the Alafia River is also planned. See plans in Appendix B. 

3. ENVIRONMENTAL SETTING 
 

The archaeological APE is located in various Sections, Townships, and Ranges (Table 1) and 
geologically lies within the Midpeninsular physiographic zone, which is characterized by gently rolling 
topography with a series of low hill and valleys paralleling the coast (White 1970). More specifically, 
the pond sites are located within the Gulf Coastal Lowlands and range in elevation between 5 and 10 ft 
above mean sea level (amsl). The elevation and general environmental conditions of the APE are noted 
in Section 5.

The soil types of the pond sites where additional testing occurred are shown in Figure 2 and 

listed in Table 2. Vegetation typical of these soil types and observed during field survey include those 
of pine flatwoods, wetlands and coastal areas. The pine flatwoods support natural vegetation of longleaf 
and slash pine, cypress, sweetgum, red maple and black tupelo, with some areas supporting an 
understory of saw palmetto, pineland threeawn, gallberry, and running oak. In the wetland and coastal 
areas, the natural vegetation consists of salt tolerant grasses and shrubs such as needlegrass rush, 
seashore saltgrass, marshy cordgrass, big cordgrass, smooth cordgrass, and red mangrove. More 
elevated areas support longleaf pine, slash pine, and saw palmetto. Soil types within the ponds consist 
largely of poor to very poor and somewhat poor soils. Only one soil type, Arents, is well-drained and 
is a very steep soil typically found near phosphate-mining operations (USDA 1989).

US 41 (SR 45) traverses several residential/commercial and industrial areas. A few rivers and 

creeks flow proximate or partially within the pond sites, particularly the Alafia River and Bullfrog 
Creek in the central-southern portion of Kracker Avenue. The general environment within the pond 
sites consists of seasonal wetlands with Brazilian pepper, palmetto, smilax, various tall grasses, and 
isolated palm, pine and oak trees (Photos 1-18). Some of the ponds were heavily disturbed by modern 
construction projects or warehouses where a large portion of the pond was covered in gravel or cement 
at the surface.

4. PRE-CONTACT AND HISTORIC OVERVIEWS 
   
  In-depth pre-Contact and historic overviews were included in the 2014 PD&E Study, US 41 
from Kracker Avenue to South of SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard) Project Development and Environment 
Study, Final CRAS Report and is not repeated here (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). The CRAS 
document was submitted to and approved by the SHPO (Bendus 2014, FDHR Project File No. 2014-
150). Thus, the overviews are not repeated here. 
 

A review of historic aerial photographs revealed that the US 41 (SR 45) corridor was an 
undivided two-lane highway in 1938, and Kracker Avenue and Causeway Boulevard were present at 
the northern and southern termini of the project limits (USDA 1938a, 1938b, 1938c, 1938d). The 
surrounding area was primarily undeveloped wetlands with small pockets of agricultural land in the 
vicinity of Kracker Avenue, Bullfrog Creek, and the Alafia River. In addition, industrial properties 
were present in the vicinity of US 41 and the Alafia River. A segment now known as “Old US 41” was 
abandoned ca. 1938 to the east of the US 41 (SR 45) corridor and a 2.5-mile segment (the current 
alignment) was constructed to the west in order to eliminate two railroad crossings — both roads are 
visible on the historic aerials from 1938 (Tampa Tribune 1938). Multiple channelized creeks are also 
visible on aerials from this time, including two branches of the Archie Creek canal and Fred’s Creek 
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canal. By ca. 1957, the US 41 corridor was more developed, with residential properties and side streets, 
commercial properties, several fish farming operations, and expanded industrial operations and railroad 
lines in the vicinity of the Alafia River (USDA 1957a, 1957b, 1957c, 1957d) (Figure 3). Most of the 
development was focused around Gibsonton and Bullfrog Creek. Development continued at a moderate 
rate over the next few decades and the US 41 (SR 45) corridor was widened from an undivided two-
lane highway to a divided four-lane highway by ca. 1965 (FDOT 1965a, 1965b, 1965c). A secondary 
bridge was constructed at the Bullfrog Creek crossing in order to carry the southbound lanes of US 41 
(SR 45), while the existing bridge was transitioned to carrying northbound traffic. Undeveloped areas 
throughout the corridor, and especially to the north of the Alafia River, became increasingly industrial 
in nature with mining-related manufacturing facilities such as those owned by Mosaic and port related 
facilities as seen in the 1987 historic aerial (FDOT 1976a, 1976b, 1976c, 1976d, 1987) (Figure 3). This 
trend in development continues to this day (Google Earth 2025).

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5. ARCHAEOLOGICAL AND HISTORICAL BACKGROUND AND 
CONSIDERATIONS 

 
The field survey was preceded by background research, which included a comprehensive 

review of archaeological and historical literature, records and other documents and data pertaining to 
the project area. This research was conducted to ascertain the types of cultural resources known in the 
project area and vicinity, their cultural affiliations, site location information, and other relevant data. 
This included a review of sites listed in the NRHP, the FMSF, cultural resources survey reports, 
published books and articles, maps, historic aerials, a review of the Tampa, Brandon, Riverview, and 
Gibsonton quadrangle maps (Figure 4; USGS 1944, 1956a, 1956b, 1956c), the Hillsborough County 
Property Appraiser information, and from the files of ACI. The background also included a review of 
the PD&E Study previously prepared for the US 41 corridor: US 41 from Kracker Avenue to South of 
SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard) Project Development and Environment Study, Final CRAS Report and 
is not repeated here (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). The CRAS document was submitted to and 
approved by the SHPO (Bendus 2014, FDHR Project File No. 2014-150). Hillsborough County is a 
Certified Local Government (CLG) and on February 3, a representative with the CLG was contacted 
inquire if any concerns regarding cultural resources within the project limits. After several attempts, no 
response was received. 

Archaeological: The FMSF search indicated that 28 previously recorded archaeological sites 
are located within one mile of the pond sites (Figure 5; Table 3). Approximately 38 surveys been 
conducted within one mile of the APE between 1974 and 2021. Several of these surveys were conducted 
for gas pipeline corridors (Austin 2000a, 2000c; Estabrook et al. 1991; Janus Research 2006; Pochurek 
2000; Stokes 2000a, 2000b, 2002; Stokes et al. 1999), various utility projects (Austin 2000b; Fish and 
Herling 2021; Janus research 2015, 2018; Miller 1979), and roadway studies (ACI 2004b, 2004c,  
2008b, 2024; Browning 1974a,b; HDR Engineering 1992). Other surveys conducted around the APE 
include private development surveys (ACI 2004a, 2008a, 2013; Collins and Mohlman 2003; Fryman et 
al. 1980; Hendryx 2002; Williams 1990), cell tower surveys (ACI 2000, 2001; DEA 2014; Heston 
2007), railway improvements (Swann 2009), habitat/wetland restoration (ACI 2010; Burger 2005), 
underwater remote sensing (Faught et al. 2011; Hall 2000; Tubby and Watts 1999), wetland mitigation 
(Tricarico et al. 2020), a survey for developing dredge spoil areas (Wheaton 1988).  As a result of these 
previous surveys as well as the results of the 2014 survey and the preliminary probability analysis, the 
pond sites were determined to have a low to moderate archaeological potential. Historic sites, in the 
form of historic refuse associated with the early development of the area, was anticipated, however, no 
nineteenth century homesteads, forts, or Indian encampments were expected.

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Historical/Architectural: A review of the FMSF database and the NRHP indicated that 104 
previously recorded historic resources are located within the APE (8HI01007, 8HI01008, 8HI01022, 
8HI01022A – 8HI01022G, 8HI01058, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 8HI10237, 8HI11379, 
8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, 8HI12023, 8HI12025 – 8HI12035, 8HI12037 
– 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12058 – 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 
8HI12077, 8HI12079 – 8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12092 – 8HI12104, 8HI12117, 
8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12120, 8HI12121, 8HI12122, 8HI12123, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 
8HI12129) (Figures 6 through 15; Table 4). These include 85 buildings (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 
8HI01022A – 8HI01022G, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 8HI11379, 8HI12025 – 8HI12035, 
8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12058 – 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 
8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079 – 8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, and 8HI12092 – 8HI12104), 
seven bridges (8HI01007, 8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, and 8HI12023), 
eight building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12120, 
8HI12121, 8HI12122, and 8HI12123), and four linear resources (8HI10237, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 
8HI12129), constructed between ca. 1915 and ca. 1965.  

 
Of the 104 previously recorded historic resources located within the APE, 95 were recorded 

during the CRAS in 2014 (Survey No. 20682) (Table 4). All were determined ineligible for listing in 
the NRHP by the SHPO, with the exception of two historic resources that were determined eligible for 
listing in the NRHP by the SHPO (8HI01007 and 8HI10237), three historic resources (8HI01022B, 
8HI12033, and 8HI12019) that were not evaluated by the SHPO, and one historic resource (8HI12100) 
that was found to have insufficient information for determining NRHP eligibility. The resources eligible 
for listing in the NRHP include the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) and 
a segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237). The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House 
(8HI01007) was constructed ca. 1927 to carry the Tampa Southern Railroad over the Alafia River. Per 
the FMSF form, the steel swing span bridge rests atop concrete piling and pivots to allow boats to pass 
when not in use and a tender house for the bridge tender. The original wooden tender house, however, 
was replaced with the current structure ca. 1965. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender 
House (8HI01007) is considered eligible for listing in the NRHP under Criterion C in the area of 
Engineering as a rare example of a historic railroad swing bridge in Florida. In addition, a segment of 
the ca. 1918 CSX Railroad (8HI10237) was determined eligible for listing in the NRHP under Criterion 
A in the area of Transportation for its instrumental role in the industrial, commercial, and residential 
development of the region. The segment was originally constructed as the Tampa Southern Railroad, a 
subsidiary of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad.

Furthermore, eight historic resources (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 8HI01022A, 8HI01022C, 

8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, and 8HI01022G) were recorded within the APE during the 
Hillsborough County Historic Resources Survey Report conducted by Hillsborough County Planning 
& Growth Management in 1998 (Survey No. 5409). These include one ca. 1930 Neo-Classical Revival 
style building (8HI01008) and seven Frame Vernacular style buildings (8HI01022, 8HI01022A, 
8HI01022C, 8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, and 8HI01022G) constructed between ca. 1941 and 
1944. The resources have not been evaluated by the SHPO. 

 
Finally, one ca. 1945 Frame Vernacular style building (8HI11379) was recorded within the 

APE during the Cultural Resource Assessment Survey US 41 (SR 45) from 12th Street to Kracker Avenue 
Project Development and Environment (PD&E) Study, Hillsborough County, Florida (ACI 2008b) and 
was determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO (Survey No. 15978). 
 

A review of relevant historic USGS quadrangle maps, historic aerial photographs, and the 
Hillsborough County Property Appraiser’s website data revealed the potential for 50 new historic 
resources 46 years of age or older (constructed in or prior to 1979) within the APE (Henriquez 2025). 
Additionally, a review of the Veteran’s Grave Registration compiled in 1940-1941, did not record any 
graves or cemeteries in the sections where the APE is located (Work Progress Administration [WPA] 
1941).

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6. SURVEY METHODS  
 

The FDHR’s Module Three, Guidelines for Use by Historic Professionals, indicates that the 
first stage of archaeological field survey is a reconnaissance of the project area to “ground truth,” or 
ascertain the validity of the predictive model (FDHR 2003). During this part of the survey, the 
researcher assesses whether the initial predictive model needs adjustment based on disturbance or 
conditions such as constructed features (i.e., parking lots, buildings, etc.), underground utilities, 
landscape alterations (i.e., ditches and swales, mined land, dredged and filled land, agricultural fields), 
or other constraints that may affect the archaeological potential. Additionally, these Guidelines indicate 
that non-systematic “judgmental” testing may be appropriate in urbanized environments where 
pavement, utilities, and constructed features make systematic testing unfeasible; in geographically 
restricted areas such as proposed pond sites; or within project areas that have limited high and moderate 
probability zones, but where a larger subsurface testing sample may be desired. While predictive 
models are useful in determining preliminary testing strategies in a broad context, it is understood that 
testing intervals may be altered due to conditions encountered by the field crew at the time of survey. 

 
Archaeological Methods: Archaeological field survey included both ground surface 

reconnaissance and the systematic and judgmental excavation of shovel test pits.  Systematic shovel 
tests were planned to be placed at 50 and 100 meter (m) intervals. All shovel tests measured 0.5 m in 
diameter, and most were dug to 1 m in depth unless impeded by water, utilities, or impenetrable 
substrata (i.e., gravel).  All recovered soil was screened through a 0.64 centimeters (cm) mesh hardware 
cloth to maximize the recovery of cultural materials, and, after soil stratigraphy was recorded, each test 
pit was refilled. The location of each shovel test was plotted using the data collection application by 
ESRI, Collector, with a Trimble R2 with sub-meter module GNSS receiver. 

 
The archaeological survey often follows a best practices or ideal circumstances pre-plotted 

testing strategy. Cellular triangulation  was employed  and a Trimble Global Navigation Satellite 
Systems (GNSS) receiver for data collection accuracy while using the Field Maps application by ESRI. 
Research has documented that these systems have an inherent margin of error that is the result of 
varying distances from cellular towers as well as canopy coverage, but overall data collection falls 
within 3-5 m of accuracy (Kerski 2013; Yang et al. 2022). When greater accuracy is needed, such as in 
closer interval testing (<12.5 m), smaller testing areas, or other requirements, a GNSS receiver was  
utilized which can provide up to 7 cm accuracy using location correction protocols. Due to this variation 
in accuracy field archaeologists also pace to “double-check” distances while  conducting the field 
survey. In addition, archaeologists may shift tests a couple meters from their planned location due to 
field conditions; significant shifts are noted in the field notes. These factors combined with the scaling 
of the symbols in the figures needed to show the shovel tests yield results figures that are an accurate 
representation of the results, but not an exact representation of size/distance/etm. 

 
Historical/Architectural Methods: Historic/architectural field methodology consisted of a 

field survey of the APE to determine and verify the location of all buildings and other historic resources 
(i.e., bridges, roads, cemeteries) that are 46 years of age or older (constructed in or prior to 1979), and 
to establish if any such resources could be determined eligible for listing in the NRHP. The field survey 
focused on the assessment of existing conditions for all previously recorded historic resources located 
within the project APE, and the presence of unrecorded historic resources within the project area. For 
each property, photographs were taken, and information needed for the completion of FMSF forms was 
gathered.  In addition to architectural descriptions, each historic resource was reviewed to assess style, 
historic context, condition, and potential NRHP eligibility. Also, informant interviews would have been 
conducted, if possible, with knowledgeable persons to obtain site-specific building construction dates 
and/or possible associations with individuals or events significant to local or regional history.   
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Laboratory Procedures and Curation: No artifacts were recovered for curation; thus, no 
laboratory methods were utilized. All project-related records, including maps, field notes, photos, 
documents, and digital data will be housed at ACI in Sarasota (Project File No. P21103C), pending 
transfer to an FDOT-designated repository for permanent storage and curation. 

 
Inadvertent/Unexpected Discoveries: Occasionally, archaeological deposits, subsurface 

features or unmarked human remains are encountered during development, even though the project 
area may have previously received a thorough and professionally adequate cultural resources 
assessment. Such events are rare, but they do occur. In the event pre-Contact or historic period artifacts, 
such as pottery or ceramics, projectile points, shell or bone tools, dugout canoes, metal implements, 
historic building materials, or any other physical remains that could be associated with Native 
American, early European, or American settlement are encountered or observed during development 
activities at any time within the project site, the permitted project shall cease all activities involving 
subsurface disturbance in the immediate vicinity of the discovery and a professional archaeologist will 
be contacted to evaluate the importance of the discovery. The area will be examined by the 
archaeologist, who, in consultation with the staff of the Florida SHPO, will determine if the discovery 
is significant or potentially significant. 

 
In the event the discovery is found to be not significant, the work may immediately resume. If, 

on the other hand, the discovery is found to be significant or potentially significant, then development 
activities in the immediate vicinity of the discovery will continue to be suspended until a mitigation 
plan, acceptable to the SHPO, is developed and implemented. Development activities may then resume 
within the discovery area, but only when conducted in accordance with the guidelines and conditions 
of the approved mitigation plan. If human remains are encountered during development, the procedures 
outlined in Chapter 872.05 FS must be followed, all activities in the vicinity of the discovery must cease 
and the local Medical Examiner and State Archaeologist should be notified. 

 

7.   SURVEY RESULTS 
 
Archaeological Survey Results: The archaeological investigations consisted of a visual 

examination of the pond sites followed by planned judgmental and systematic shovel testing, which 
resulted in the excavation of 37 shovel tests. Systematic shovel testing was planned at 50 and 100 m 
intervals within the pond sites, but not all tests could be completed at these intervals due to the amount 
of industrial and residential disturbance within the pond sites as well as present wetland environments 
and avoiding areas of water, buried utilities, and surface obstructions such as gravel. Two pond sites 
could not be surveyed due to access issues (SMF/FPC 4C and SMF 5B).  However, archaeological 
fieldwork will be performed and coordination with SHPO will take place during the Design phase of 
the project before any ground disturbance is conducted within the two pond sites.  In addition, while 
no human remains were observed within the archaeological APE during the current survey, the findings 
of previous work indicate that if any land altering activities are planned outside the existing eastern 
ROW located between Ohio and Michigan Avenues, archaeological monitoring is warranted given the 
possible presence of human remains.  

 
 Based on the results of testing that was conducted, which showed substantial modification of 

the area, as well as the negligible subsurface impacts that could result from this project, this testing 
strategy was sufficient to locate and evaluate any potential archaeological resources within the pond 
sites. A reasonable and good faith effort was made per the regulations laid out in 36 CFR § 800.4(b)(1) 
(Advisory Council on Historic Preservation n.d.) to survey all areas of the project APE.  
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The distribution of the shovel test pits and soil stratigraphy (Photos 19-21) is noted in Table 5 
and Figures 16-18 show the location of the shovel tests. As a result of the field survey, no new or 
previously recorded archaeological sites were discovered within any pond site.

Historic/Architectural Results: Background research revealed that 104 historic resources 
were previously recorded within the APE. These include 85 buildings (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 
8HI01022A – 8HI01022G, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 8HI11379, 8HI12025 – 8HI12035, 
8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12058 – 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 
8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079 – 8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, and 8HI12092 – 8HI12104), 
seven bridges (8HI01007, 8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, and 8HI12023), 
eight building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12120, 
8HI12121, 8HI12122, and 8HI12123), and four linear resources (8HI10237, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 
8HI12129). Of these, all were determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO, with the 
exception of two historic resources that were determined eligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO 
(8HI01007 and 8HI10237), 11 historic resources (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 8HI01022A, 8HI01022B, 
8HI01022C, 8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, and 8HI01022G, 8HI12019, and 8HI12033) that 
were not evaluated by the SHPO, and one historic resource (8HI12100) that was found to have 
insufficient information for determining NRHP eligibility. The resources eligible for listing in the 
NRHP include the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) and a segment of 
the CSX Railroad (8HI10237). 
 

The historic/architectural field survey resulted in the identification of 125 historic resources 
within the APE (Figures 19 through 24; Table 6). This includes 48 newly identified historic resources 
(8HI15860 – 8HI15898, 8HI15900, and 8HI16030 – 8HI16037) and 77 extant previously recorded 
historic resources (8HI01007, 8HI01058, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 8HI10237, 8HI11379, 
8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, 8HI12023, 8HI12025, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 
8HI12032, 8HI12033, 8HI12034, 8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 
8HI12067, 8HI12068, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 
8HI12082, 8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12092 – 8HI12101, 8HI12103, 8HI12117, 
8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12120, 8HI12122, 8HI12123, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129). Of the 
77 extant previously recorded historic resources located within the APE, four (8HI12019, 8HI12033, 
8HI12100, and 8HI12120) were updated and re-evaluated and the remaining 73 extant previously 
recorded historic resources were not updated as they were already evaluated by the SHPO , and no 
changes were identified during this survey. Furthermore, 27 previously recorded resources (8HI01008, 
8HI01022, 8HI01022A, 8HI01022B, 8HI01022C, 8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, 8HI01022G, 
8HI01059, 8HI12026, 8HI12027, 8HI12028, 8HI12030, 8HI12058 – 8HI12066, 8HI12080, 8HI12102, 
8HI12104, and 8HI12121) were confirmed as demolished during the field survey. No historic resources 
are located within the proposed pond sites; however, pond sites are proposed adjacent to 13 ineligible

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resources (8HI12034, 8HI12046, 8HI12047, 8HI12120, 8HI12126, 8HI15862, 8HI15873, 8HI15879, 
8HI15880, 8HI15881, 8HI15882, 8HI15883, and 8HI16030) and four pond sites (SMF 6D1, SMF 6D2, 
SMF 7A, and FPC 9A/10A) are adjacent to a segment of the NRHP-eligible CSX Railroad (8HI10237). 

 
Of the 125 historic resources identified within the APE, 123 appear ineligible for listing in the 

NRHP. The ineligible resources include 98 buildings, constructed between ca. 1926 and 1979, seven 
bridges, seven linear resources, ten building complex resource groups, and one rural historic landscape. 
The 39 newly identified (8HI15860 – 8HI15898) and two updated historic buildings (8HI12033 and 
8HI12100) are common examples of their respective architectural style that have been altered and lack 
significant historical associations with persons or events, and the 57 extant previously recorded 
buildings (8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI11379, 8HI12025, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 8HI12032, 
8HI12034, 8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 8HI12068, 
8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 8HI12082, 8HI12083, 
8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12090, 8HI12092 – 8HI12099, 8HI12101, 8HI12103) remain ineligible for 
listing in the NRHP. 

 
The newly identified (8HI15900) and updated historic bridge (8HI12019) are typical examples 

of common pre- and post‐1945 concrete bridges found throughout Florida and do not possess any 
notable engineering features or design elements that would differentiate them from dozens of similar 
examples built throughout Florida during the same time period. In addition, the bridges were not 
recorded during the update to Historic Highway Bridges of Florida; however, similar examples were 
recorded and were evaluated as ineligible for listing in the NRHP during that survey update (FDOT 
2012, Survey No. 20057). Background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant 
persons and/or events. Thus, the newly identified and updated bridges do not appear eligible for listing 
in the NRHP, either individually or as a part of a historic district. The five extant previously recorded 
bridges (8HI11793, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, and 8HI12023,) remain ineligible for listing in 
the NRHP. Furthermore, the three newly identified (8HI16031, 8HI16032, and 8HI16033) and one 
updated (8HI12120) building complex resource group are common examples of mobile home parks 
and motels found throughout Florida and lack unique amenities or design features. Overall, the 
resources are not significant embodiments of a type, period, or method of construction, and background 
research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. Thus, the 
resources do not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as a part of a historic 
district. The six extant previously recorded building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 
8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12122, and 8HI12123) remain ineligible for listing in the NRHP. 

 
In addition, the newly identified rural historic landscape (8HI16030) does not retain historic 

integrity and is not a significant example of a fish farming operation as several similar examples of 
abandoned fish farming operations can be found throughout the immediate area and region. In addition, 
background research does not suggest that the resource played a significant role in the industry during 
its time of operation. As such, the rural historic landscape does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. Finally, the four newly identified (8HI16034, 
8HI16035, 8HI16036, and 8HI16037) linear resources are common examples of canals and roadways 
found throughout Florida and are not significant embodiments of a type, period, or method of 
construction or engineering, and have no known significant historic associations. As such, the segments 
of the linear resources within the APE appear ineligible for listing in the NRHP; however, there is 
insufficient information to determine NRHP eligibility for the linear resources as a whole. The three 
extant previously recorded linear resources (8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129) remain ineligible 
for listing in the NRHP. 

 
Two resources within the APE are eligible for listing in the NRHP (8HI01007 and 8HI10237) 

and were recorded during the 2014 CRAS. These include the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and 
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Tender House (8HI01007) and a segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237). The Alafia River Swing 
Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) is considered eligible for listing in the NRHP under 
Criterion C in the area of Engineering as a rare example of a historic railroad swing bridge in Florida. 
In addition, a segment of the ca. 1918 CSX Railroad (8HI10237) was determined eligible for listing in 
the NRHP under Criterion A in the area of Transportation for its instrumental role in the industrial, 
commercial, and residential development of the region. The segment was originally constructed as the 
Tampa Southern Railroad, a subsidiary of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad. Both resources appear to 
remain eligible for listing in the NRHP as neither resource has been significantly altered since the 
determination of eligibility made by the SHPO in 2014. 
 

Descriptions and photographs of the two NRHP-eligible resources can be found below, as well 
as descriptions and photographs of the architectural styles/types represented within the APE. FMSF 
forms for the four updated previously recorded resources and 48 newly identified historic resources are 
provided in Appendix C. In addition, a letter was prepared for the 27 demolished buildings and is 
contained in Appendix D. A reasonable and good faith effort was made per the regulations laid out in 
36 CFR § 800.4(b)(1) (Advisory Council on Historic Preservation n.d.) to survey all areas of the APE. 
The survey log is in Appendix E.

NRHP-Listed, Eligible, or Potentially Eligible Historic Resources  
 

Within the APE, two historic resources are eligible for listing in the NRHP (8HI01007 and 
8HI10237). These include the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) and a 
segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) that were recorded during the 2014 CRAS.  Brief descriptions 
of each resource are included below. For additional information, see the 2014 CRAS and the associated 
FMSF forms. The proposed work being conducted within the APE in proximity to these NRHP-eligible 
properties includes the widening of the existing roadway from a four-lane divided facility to a six-lane 
divided facility, and replacing the bridges at Alafia River (Bridge No. 100045 and 100107). These 
bridges were recorded together (US 41 [SR 45] over the Alafia River, southbound [SB] and northbound 
[NB], respectively) as 8HI11793 and were found ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO on 
February 10, 2014. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007, no FDOT 
Bridge No.) and the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) are located adjacent to the proposed activities on the 
east side of US 41 (SR 45) and neither property will be impacted by the proposed improvements. The 
bridge replacement activities will remain within the existing ROW and will widen approximately 10 ft 
to the east and 50 ft to the west. A majority of the proposed widening will occur going away from the 
NRHP-eligible properties and will not adversely result in physical destruction, damage, or alteration of 
all or part of the historic resources for which they appear NRHP eligible. The CSX Railroad (8HI10237) 
runs parallel to the US 41 (SR 45) corridor and no roadway improvements will take place within the 
CSX ROW. See Plan Sheet No. 13 in Appendix B for a depiction of the proposed activities in relation 
to the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) and the CSX Railroad 
(8HI10237). Furthermore, four of the proposed pond sites (SMF 6D1, SMF 6D2, SMF 7A, and FPC 
9A/10A) are also located adjacent to segments of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) but are not within the 
CSX ROW.

8HI01007: The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) was 

constructed ca. 1927 to carry the Tampa Southern Railroad over the Alafia River (Photo 22). Per the 
FMSF form, the steel swing span bridge rests atop concrete piling and pivots to allow boats to pass 
when not in use and a tender house for the bridge tender. The original wooden tender house, however, 
was replaced with the current structure ca. 1965. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender 
House (8HI01007) was recorded during the 2014 CRAS and determined eligible for listing in the NRHP 
under Criterion C in the area of Engineering as a rare example of a historic railroad swing bridge in 
Florida.

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8HI10237: The segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) within the APE was constructed ca. 
1918 as the Tampa Southern Railroad, a subsidiary of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad, to serve the 
area’s citrus, vegetable, and phosphate industries (Photo 23). Per the FMSF form, the track began east 
of Tampa in Uceta and travelled south through Gibsonton, Ruskin, and Palmetto. The Atlantic Coast 
Line Railroad and Seaboard Air Line Railway merged in 1967 to create the Seaboard Coast Line and 
by 1980, the Seaboard Coast Line had merged again to form the CSX Corporation. Within the APE, 
the resource is comprised of a single, standard gauge track on stone ballast and is carried over the Alafia 
River by the aforementioned Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007). The 
segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) was recorded during the 2014 CRAS and determined eligible 
for listing in the NRHP under Criterion A in the area of Transportation for its instrumental role in the 
industrial, commercial, and residential development of the region. Two proposed pond sites are located 
adjacent to the segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237), including SMF 6C and SMF 7A. 

 
Ineligible Historic Resources  
 

There are 123 ineligible historic resources located within the APE. This total includes 98 
buildings, seven bridges, seven linear resources, ten building complex resource groups, and one rural 
historic landscape. The architectural styles represented include 50 Masonry Vernacular style buildings 
(8HI12035, 8HI12039 – 8HI12041, 8HI12044 – 8HI12047, 8HI12049, 8HI12052, 8HI12053, 
8HI12055, 8HI12067, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12079, 8HI12082, 8HI12083, 
8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12090, 8HI12092 – 8HI12096, 8HI12098 – 8HI12101, 8HI12103, 
8HI15860, 8HI15861, 8HI15863, 8HI15866, 8HI15870, 8HI15873 – 8HI15875, 8HI15879 – 
8HI15883, and 8HI15888), 23 Frame Vernacular style buildings (8HI01058B, 8HI01058C, 
8HI01058D, 8HI01058E, 8HI11379, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 8HI12032, 8HI12033, 8HI12034, 
8HI12038, 8HI12042, 8HI12048, 8HI12050, 8HI12051, 8HI12054, 8HI12068, 8HI12077, 8HI12081, 
8HI12097, 8HI15862, 8HI15885, and 8HI15891), 13 Industrial Vernacular style buildings (8HI15864, 
8HI15869, 8HI15871, 8HI15878, 8HI15884, 8HI15886, 8HI15890, 8HI15892, 8HI15893, 8HI15895, 
8HI15896, 8HI15897, and 8HI15898), eight buildings with no style (8HI15865, 8HI15867, 8HI15868, 
8HI15872, 8HI15876, 8HI15877, 8HI15889, and 8HI15894), one Commercial style building 
(8HI15887), one Ranch style building (8HI12037), one Mediterranean Revival style building 
(8HI01058A), and one building with a style defined as “Other” (8HI12025). In general, the historic 
resources are associated with the residential, commercial, and industrial development of the Tampa, 
Riverview, and Gibsonton areas in Hillsborough County between ca. 1926-1979. The 39 newly 
identified (8HI15860 – 8HI15898) and two updated historic buildings (8HI12033 and 8HI12100) are 
common examples of their respective architectural style that have been altered and lack significant 
historical associations with persons or events, and the 57 extant previously recorded buildings 
(8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI11379, 8HI12025, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 8HI12032, 8HI12034, 
8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 8HI12068, 8HI12069, 
8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 8HI12082, 8HI12083, 8HI12085 
– 8HI12088, 8HI12090, 8HI12092 – 8HI12099, 8HI12101, 8HI12103) remain ineligible for listing in 
the NRHP. 
 

The newly identified (8HI15900) and updated historic bridge (8HI12019) are typical examples 
of common pre- and post‐1945 concrete bridges found throughout Florida and do not possess any 
notable engineering features or design elements that would differentiate them from dozens of similar 
examples built throughout Florida during the same time period. In addition, the bridges were not 
recorded during the update to Historic Highway Bridges of Florida; however, similar examples were 
recorded and were evaluated as ineligible for listing in the NRHP during that survey update (FDOT 
2012, Survey No. 20057). Background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant 
persons and/or events. Thus, the newly identified and updated bridges do not appear eligible for listing 
in the NRHP, either individually or as a part of a historic district. The five extant previously recorded 
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bridges (8HI11793, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, and 8HI12023,) remain ineligible for listing in 
the NRHP. Furthermore, the three newly identified (8HI16031, 8HI16032, and 8HI16033) and one 
updated (8HI12120) building complex resource group are common examples of mobile home parks 
and motels found throughout Florida and lack unique amenities or design features. Overall, the 
resources are not significant embodiments of a type, period, or method of construction, and background 
research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. Thus, the 
resources do not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as a part of a historic 
district. The six extant previously recorded building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 
8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12122, and 8HI12123) remain ineligible for listing in the NRHP. 

 
In addition, the newly identified rural historic landscape (8HI16030) does not retain historic 

integrity and is not a significant example of a fish farming operation as several similar examples of 
abandoned fish farming operations can be found throughout the immediate area and region. In addition, 
background research does not suggest that the resource played a significant role in the industry during 
its time of operation. As such, the rural historic landscape does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. Finally, the four newly identified (8HI16034, 
8HI16035, 8HI16036, and 8HI16037) linear resources are common examples of canals and roadways 
found throughout Florida and are not significant embodiments of a type, period, or method of 
construction or engineering, and have no known significant historic associations. As such, the segments 
of the linear resources within the APE appear ineligible for listing in the NRHP; however, there is 
insufficient information to determine NRHP eligibility for the linear resources as a whole. The three 
extant previously recorded linear resources (8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129) remain ineligible 
for listing in the NRHP. 
 

The proposed work being conducted within the APE at these locations includes widening of 
the existing roadway from a four-lane divided facility to a six-lane divided facility, as well as the 
construction of pond sites. Of the ineligible resources, 25 parcels will have ROW acquisition 
(8HI01058, 8HI01058A, 8HI01058B, 8HI01058C, 8HI01058D, 8HI01058E, 8HI12074, 8HI12075, 
8HI12077, 8HI12083, 8HI12086, 8HI12087, 8HI12090, 8HI12092, 8HI12093, 8HI12094, 8HI12095, 
8HI12102, 8HI12103, 8HI12123, 8HI15887, 8HI15888, 8HI15889, 8HI15890, and 8HI15891), three 
bridges will be replaced (8HI11793, 8HI12019, and 8HI15900), and three bridge culverts (8HI12020, 
8HI12021, and 8HI12022) will be replaced or extended. In addition, pond sites are proposed adjacent 
to 13 ineligible resources (8HI12034, 8HI12046, 8HI12047, 8HI12120, 8HI12126, 8HI15862, 
8HI15873, 8HI15879, 8HI15880, 8HI15881, 8HI15882, 8HI15883, and 8HI16030). 

 
Frame Vernacular Style Buildings 
 

A total of 23 historic resources (8HI01058B, 8HI01058C, 8HI01058D, 8HI01058E, 8HI11379, 
8HI12029, 8HI12031, 8HI12032, 8HI12033, 8HI12034, 8HI12038, 8HI12042, 8HI12048, 8HI12050, 
8HI12051, 8HI12054, 8HI12068, 8HI12077, 8HI12081, 8HI12097, 8HI15862, 8HI15885, and 
8HI15891) within the APE are of the Frame Vernacular style and have construction dates that range 
from ca. 1926 to 1964. Of these, three were newly identified (8HI15862, 8HI15885, and 8HI15891) 
and one was updated (8HI12033) because the resource has not been evaluated by the SHPO. These four 
Frame Vernacular style buildings are described and shown below (Photos 24 through 27). The 
remaining 19 Frame Vernacular style buildings were determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by 
the SHPO following the 2014 CRAS. No changes were identified during this survey; therefore, the 
resources remain ineligible. See the aforementioned report for the property descriptions and 
photographs (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). All of the resources represented in this style that were 
newly identified or updated were constructed as single-family residences, except one (8HI15885) which 
was constructed as a warehouse.  Frame Vernacular style buildings are simple structures built with 
available local materials and boasting little ornamentation (McAlester 2013).  They are often built by 
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developers, contractors, master carpenters, or the building’s occupants. These buildings are decidedly 
practical structures.

8HI12033: The Frame Vernacular style building at 6201 Ohio Street was constructed ca. 1956 
(Photo 24). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a continuous brick foundation and has a wood frame 
structural system covered with wood siding and plywood. The gable and shed roof over the primary 
mass are covered with standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include individual metal one-over-
one, two-over-two, six-over-six, and eight-over-eight single-hung sash units. Distinguishing 
architectural features include overhanging eaves, faux-shutters, wainscotting on the building’s lower 
half, decorative wood siding on the gables, and an integrated carport. Alterations include replacement 
roofing, siding, doors, and windows. There are expansion additions on the north and east elevations. 
Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant 
embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not 
reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI12033 does not 
appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.  

 
8HI15862: The Frame Vernacular style building at 6118 Kracker Avenue was constructed ca. 

1949 (Photo 25). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 1C. The one-story, irregular plan rests on a 
concrete block pier foundation and has a wood frame structural system covered with artbrick and 
novelty siding. The intersecting gable roofs over the primary mass are covered with standing seam sheet 
metal. Visible windows include individual metal and vinyl one-over-one and two-over-two single-hung 
sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves, an integrated one-car 
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garage, and artbrick on the facade. Alterations include replacement roofing, siding, doors, and 
windows. A garage addition located on east elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks 
sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of 
construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant 
persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15862 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either 
individually or as part of a historic district.  

 
8HI15885: The Frame Vernacular style building at 10829 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1959 

(Photo 26). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a wood frame 
structural system covered with wood siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered with 
composition shingles. Visible windows include individual one-over-one and two-over-two metal 
single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves with boxed 
rafter tails and a bay opening. Alterations include replacement roofing, siding, and windows. Overall, 
the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment 
of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15885 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15891: The Frame Vernacular style building at 9919 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1936 

(Photo 27). The one-story, irregular plan rests on an obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame 
structural system covered with asbestos, vinyl, and stone veneer siding. Small portions of the original 
novelty siding are visible around the entryway. The gable roof and hip roofs over the primary mass are 
covered with composition shingles. Visible windows include individual and paired three-light and six-
light wooden casement units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves with 
boxed rafter tail, wooden trim around the windows, and a rectangular gable vent. Alterations include 
the removal of the eyebrow awning and brick steps from main entry stoop, various layers of replacement 
siding, and multiple enclosed windows. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient 
architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. 
In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or 
events. As a result, 8HI15891 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as 
part of a historic district. 

 
Masonry Vernacular Style Buildings 
 

A total of 50 historic resources (8HI12035, 8HI12039 – 8HI12041, 8HI12044 – 8HI12047, 
8HI12049, 8HI12052, 8HI12053, 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 
8HI12079, 8HI12082, 8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12090, 8HI12092 – 8HI12096, 8HI12098 
– 8HI12101, 8HI12103, 8HI15860, 8HI15861, 8HI15863, 8HI15866, 8HI15870, 8HI15873 – 
8HI15875, 8HI15879 – 8HI15883, and 8HI15888) within the APE are of the Masonry Vernacular style 
and were constructed between ca. 1928 to 1979. Of these, 14 were newly identified (8HI15860, 
8HI15861, 8HI15863, 8HI15866, 8HI15870, 8HI15873, 8HI15874, 8HI15875, 8HI15879, 8HI15880, 
8HI15881, 8HI15882, 8HI15883, and 8HI15888) and one was updated (8HI12100) because the 
resource was determined to have insufficient information for evaluation by the SHPO. These 15 
Masonry Vernacular style buildings are described and shown below (Photos 28 through 42). The 
remaining 35 Masonry Vernacular style buildings were determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP 
by the SHPO following the 2014 CRAS. No changes were identified during this survey; therefore, the 
resources remain ineligible. See the aforementioned report for the property descriptions and 
photographs (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). Within the APE, these resources include commercial, 
single-family residential, motel, and utility-related buildings. Masonry Vernacular style buildings 
reflect the local customs, environment, and building materials, and do not rely on academic 
architectural vocabulary for their design and ornament.

8HI12100: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 4801 S 50th Street was constructed ca. 
1947 (Photo 28). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a concrete 
block structural system with a concrete block and brick exterior. The flat roof over the primary mass is 
covered with corrugated sheet metal. Visible windows include individual metal one-over-one single-
hung sash units, individual metal five-stack awning, and transom windows obscured by boards. 
Distinguishing architectural features include bricked over windows and doors and an open metal 
storage area on the north elevation. Alterations include replacement roofing, doors, and windows, and 
the filling in of doors and windows. There are expansion additions on the north, south, east, and west 
elevations. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a 
significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI12100 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15861: The Masonry Vernacular style storage building at 6212 Kracker Avenue was 

constructed ca. 1978 (Photo 29). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and 
has a painted concrete block structural system with vinyl siding in the gable ends. The gable roof over 
the primary mass is covered with composition shingles. No windows are visible from the public ROW. 
Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves with boxed rafter tails, rectangular 
gable vents, and garage style roll up doors. Alterations include replacement roofing. Overall, the 
building lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or 
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method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15861 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15863: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6250 Park Grove Drive was constructed 

ca. 1973 (Photo 30). The building serves as the office within The Park at Palm Grove MHP (8HI16031).  
The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a partially exposed concrete 
block structural system covered with stucco on the west elevation. The flat roof over the primary mass 
is covered with built-up roofing. Visible windows include individual six-over-six vinyl single-hung 
sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include a flat roof with a soffit and fascia overhang, 
concrete windowsills, and stucco scored with horizontal lines. Alterations include replacement roofing 
and windows. A shed roof porch addition is located on the west elevation and addition is also located 
on the east elevation but is obscured from the public ROW. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks 
sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of 
construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant 
persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15863 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either 
individually or as part of a historic district. The building is a contributing resource within The Park at 
Palm Grove MHP (8HI16031) building complex resource group. 

 
8HI15866: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 11888 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1973 

(Photo 31). The residence is #49 within the Alafia Mobile Plaza. The one-story, rectangular plan rests 
on a concrete slab foundation and has a concrete block structural system covered with stucco. The gable 
roof over the primary mass is covered with ribbed sheet metal. Visible windows include an individual 
single pane vinyl fixed unit. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves with boxed 
rafter tail, stucco trim, and decorative diamond shaped protrusions on the north elevation. Alterations 
include replacement roofing, siding, and windows. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks 
sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of 
construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant 
persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15866 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either 
individually or as part of a historic district. The building is a contributing resource within the Alafia 
Mobile Plaza (8HI16032) building complex resource group.

8HI15870: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 11808 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1972 
(Photo 32). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a continuous concrete block foundation and has a 
concrete block structural system covered with stucco and wood siding in the gable ends. The gable roof 
over the primary mass is covered with ribbed sheet metal. Visible windows include individual two-
over-two metal single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves 
with boxed rafter tails and concrete windowsills. Alterations include replacement roofing. Overall, the 
building lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or 
method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15870 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15873: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 11545 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1976 

as a restaurant associated with the Gibtown Motel (8HI12120) (Photo 33). The resource is located 
adjacent to SMF/FPC 4C. The one-story, irregular plan rests on concrete slab and continuous concrete 
foundations and has a painted concrete block structural system also covered with stucco. The roof line 
is comprised of several different additions, including a flat roof covered with built-up roofing, shed 
roofs covered with composition shingles and ribbed sheet metal, and a hip roof that is not visible from 
the public ROW. Visible windows include individual vinyl one-over-one and six-over-six single-hung 
sash units and individual single pane fixed units. Distinguishing architectural features include a non-
structural faux-mansard style wood shingle parapet and quoins. Alterations include replacement 
roofing, siding, and windows. The original building (hip roof) is no longer visible as it is surrounded 
by flat roof and shed roof additions on the north, east, and west elevations. The south elevation is not 
visible from the public ROW. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural 
features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, 
background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As 
a result, 8HI15873 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a 
historic district. The Gibtown Motel (8HI12120) building complex resource group FMSF form was 
updated to include the building which is considered a contributing resource. 
 

8HI15874: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 11310 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1963 
(Photo 34). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a painted concrete 
block structural system with vinyl siding in the gable ends and on an addition. The gable roof over the 
primary mass is covered with composition shingles. Visible windows include individual and paired 
one-over-one vinyl single-hung sash units, and individual one-by-one vinyl sliding units. 
Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves with boxed rafter tails, brick 
windowsills, and rectangular gable vents. Alterations include replacement roofing, siding, and

windows. Two shed roof additions are located on the north elevation and a flat roof addition is located 
on the west elevation. One of the shed roof additions is of wood frame construction and rests on a pier 
foundation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a 
significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15874 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. The 
building is a contributing resource within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home & RV Park (8HI16033) 
building complex resource group. 

 
8HI15875: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 11310 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1963 

(Photo 35). The building is Unit #165 within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home & RV Park (8HI16033). 
The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a painted concrete block 
structural system with vinyl siding in the gable ends. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered 
with composition shingles. Visible windows include individual one-over-one vinyl single-hung sash 
units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves with boxed rafter tails and 
concrete windowsills. Alterations include replacement roofing and windows. As a result, 8HI15875 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. The 
building is a contributing resource within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home & RV Park (8HI16033) 
building complex resource group.

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8HI15879: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6113 Cliff Avenue was constructed ca. 
1953 (Photo 36). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 5B. The one-story, irregular plan rests on a 
concrete slab foundation and has concrete block structural system covered with stucco, artstone, and 
wood siding. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are covered with standing seam sheet 
metal and composition shingles. Visible windows include individual and grouped vinyl one-over-one, 
two-over-two, and six-over-six single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include 
overhanging eaves, artstone on the columns and faux-columns, wood siding on the gables, and 
composition shingles on the shed roof extensions. Alterations include replacement roofing, siding, 
doors, and windows. There is an expansion addition on the east elevation and shed roof additions on 
the east and west elevations. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural 
features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, 
background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As 
a result, 8HI15879 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a 
historic district. 
 

8HI15880: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6115 Cliff Avenue was constructed ca. 
1953 (Photo 37). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 5B. The one-story, irregular plan rests on a 
concrete slab foundation and has concrete block structural system covered with stucco and novelty 
siding. The gable roofs over the primary mass are covered with composition shingles. Visible windows 
include individual vinyl one-over-one and two-over-two single-hung sash units and individual vinyl 
single-pane picture window units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves, 
rectangular gable vents, and novelty siding on the gables and around the façade windows. Alterations 
include replacement roofing, siding, doors, and windows. Expansion additions are located on the north 
and south elevations. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and 
is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background 
research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 
8HI15880 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic 
district. 
 

8HI15881: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6119 Cliff Avenue was constructed ca. 
1958 (Photo 38). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 5B. The one-story, irregular plan rests on a 
concrete slab foundation and has a concrete block structural system covered with stucco. The gable 
roof over the primary mass is covered with composition shingles. Visible windows include individual 
vinyl one-over-one and eight-over-eight single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features 
include overhanging eaves and a shed roof extension over the side door. Alterations include 
replacement roofing, siding, doors, and windows. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient 
architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. 
In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or 
events. As a result, 8HI15881 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as 
part of a historic district. 
 

8HI15882: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6121A Cliff Avenue was constructed ca. 
1953 (Photo 39). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 5B. The one-story, irregular plan rests on a 
concrete slab foundation and has a concrete block structural system covered with concrete blocks and 
novelty siding. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are covered with composition shingles 
and standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include individual and paired vinyl one-over-one 
single-hung sash units, paired vinyl four-pane casement window units flanking a fixed window unit, 
and individual vinyl one-over-one horizontal slider units. Distinguishing architectural features include 
overhanging eaves, gable vents, novelty siding on the gables, and metal roofing over the rear porch. 
Alterations include replacement roofing, doors, and windows. There is a porch addition on the south 
elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a 
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significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15882 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.

8HI15883: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6121B Cliff Avenue was constructed ca. 

1961 (Photo 40). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 5B. The one-story, rectangular plan rests on 
a concrete slab foundation and has a concrete block structural system covered with concrete blocks and 
wood siding. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are covered with composition shingles 
and standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include individual vinyl one-over-one single-hung 
sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include overhanging eaves, wood siding on the gables, 
and metal roofing over the rear porch. Alterations include replacement roofing and windows. There is 
a porch addition on the north elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient 
architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. 
In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or 
events. As a result, 8HI15883 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as 
part of a historic district. 
 

8HI15888: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 10805 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1951 
(Photo 41). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a concrete block 
structural system covered with stucco, brick veneer, metal siding, and plywood. The flat roof is covered 
with remnants of damaged ribbed sheet metal. Visible windows include individual one-over-one vinyl 
single-hung sash units; however, the majority of the windows have been enclosed with plywood. 
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Distinguishing architectural features include concrete windowsills and affixed signage. Alterations 
include replacement siding and windows, and the enclosure of the majority of the windows. A large 
metal frame warehouse addition is located on the west elevation and an addition was constructed on 
the northeast corner of the building. The roof has been significantly damaged. Overall, the building has 
been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, 
period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15888 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15860: The Masonry Vernacular style building at 6212 Kracker Avenue was constructed 

ca. 1979 (Photo 42). The two-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a 
concrete block structural system covered with stucco and plywood. The cross-gabled and shed roofs 
over the primary mass are covered with composition shingles. Visible windows include individual 
metal one-over-one and two-over-two single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features 
include slight eave overhang, a second floor balcony accessed by a sliding glass door, and plywood 
panels on the second floor gables. Alterations include replacement roofing and siding. There is an 
expansion addition on the northeast elevation and a carport addition on the southeast elevation. Overall, 
the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment 
of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15860 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 
 
 
Industrial Vernacular Style Buildings 
 

A total of 13 historic resources (8HI15864, 8HI15869, 8HI15871, 8HI15878, 8HI15884, 
8HI15886, 8HI15890, 8HI15892, 8HI15893, 8HI15895, 8HI15896, 8HI15897, and 8HI15898) within 
the APE are of the Industrial Vernacular style and were constructed between ca. 1969 and 1977. All of 
the Industrial Vernacular style buildings were newly identified and are described and shown below

8HI15864: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 11954 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1970 

(Photo 43). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal frame 
structural system covered with metal, wood, and drywall. The gable roof over the primary mass is 
covered with ribbed sheet metal. Visible windows include paired two-over-two metal single-hung sash 
units and an individual single pane vinyl fixed unit. Distinguishing architectural features include 
overhanging eaves with boxed rafter tails, wood window trim, and security bars. Alterations include 
replacement roofing and siding, and the installation of security bars over the windows. A shed roof 
addition is located on the east elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient 
architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. 
In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or 
events. As a result, 8HI15864 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as 
part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15869: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 6134 Florence Street was constructed 

ca. 1973 (Photo 44). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal 
frame structural system covered with metal siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered 
with standing seam sheet metal. No windows are visible on the building. Distinguishing architectural 
features include minimal eave overhang, a bay opening on the north elevation, a mural depicting the 
company name, and affixed signage. Alterations include replacement roofing. Overall, the building 
lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method 
of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15869 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15871: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 11801 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1971 

(Photo 45). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal frame 
structural system covered with metal siding and stone accents on the primary mass. A non-historic 
wood frame geodesic dome addition is located on the south elevation and it is covered with stucco 
siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered with standing seam sheet metal. Visible 
windows include individual single pane metal fixed units. Distinguishing architectural features include 
minimal eave overhang and stone veneer accents, and overhanging eaves with boxed rafter tails on the 
dome addition. Alterations include replacement roofing and siding. The geodesic dome addition was 
constructed on the south elevation during the 1980s (FDOT 1980, 1987). Overall, the building has been 
altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or 
method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
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significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15871 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15878: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 10905 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1979 

(Photo 46). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal frame 
structural system covered with metal siding and stucco. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered 
with standing seam sheet metal. No windows are visible on the building but there appears to be a 
fenestration covered in plywood. Distinguishing architectural features include minimal eave overhang, 
stucco trim, and bay openings. Alterations include replacement roofing and siding, and the enclosure 
of a window. Overall, the building lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant 
embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not 
reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15878 does not 
appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.

8HI15884: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 10833 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1976 

(Photo 47). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal frame 
structural system covered with metal siding. The office segment on the east elevation has a continuous 
concrete block foundation and a concrete block structural system clad in stucco and brick veneer. The 
gable roof over the primary mass is covered with standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include 
paired two-over-two metal single-hung sash units and individual picture windows comprised of an 
upper fixed pane and a lower awning unit with screening. Distinguishing architectural features include 
a non-structural faux-mansard style parapet, brick veneer accents, pilasters, concrete windowsills, and 
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industrial bays. Alterations include replacement roofing. Overall, the building lacks sufficient 
architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. 
In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or 
events. As a result, 8HI15884 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as 
part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15886: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 6135 Shirley Avenue was constructed 

ca. 1973 (Photo 48). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal 
frame structural system covered with metal siding. The shed roof over the primary mass is covered with 
standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include individual single pane metal fixed units. 
Distinguishing architectural features include a wide overhanging eave along the north elevation. 
Alterations include replacement roofing. Overall, the building lacks sufficient architectural features, 
and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, 
background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As 
a result, 8HI15886 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a 
historic district. 

 
8HI15890: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 9921 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1975 

(Photo 49). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal frame 
structural system covered with metal siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered with 
standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include paired eight-over-eight metal single-hung sash 
units. Distinguishing architectural features include minimal eave overhang, a signage parapet, and 
metal security bars over the windows. Alterations include replacement roofing and windows, the 
installation of a signage parapet on the east elevation and metal security bars over the windows, and 
the enclosure of a window on the east elevation with plywood. Overall, the building has been altered, 
lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method 
of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15890 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15892: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 5006 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1973 

(Photo 50). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal skeleton 
structural system covered with stucco. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are covered 
with corrugated sheet metal. It has no visible windows. Distinguishing architectural features include 
the filled in central garage and a garage addition on the north elevation. Alterations include replacement 
roofing, siding, doors, and the filling in of the large industrial garage. There is garage addition on the 
north elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not 
a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15892 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.

8HI15893: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 5002 Dover Street was constructed ca. 

1973 (Photo 51). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal 
skeleton structural system covered with metal. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are 
covered with corrugated sheet metal. There are no visible windows. Distinguishing architectural 
features include a rear open storage area. Alterations include replacement roofing, siding, and doors. 
There are expansion additions on the north and south elevations. Overall, the building has been altered, 
lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method 
of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15893 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15895: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 4810 S 50th Street was constructed ca. 

1973 (Photo 52). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal 
skeleton structural system covered with metal.

Distinguishing architectural features 
include large central industrial garages on the southeast and northeast elevations. Alterations include 
replacement roofing, siding, and doors. There is an expansion addition on the east elevation. Overall, 
the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment 
of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15895 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 
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8HI15896: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 4611 S 50th Street was constructed ca. 
1972 (Photo 53). The one-story, rectangular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal 
skeleton structural system covered with metal. The gable and flat roofs over the primary mass are 
covered with standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include individual and paired metal three-
stack awning window units. Distinguishing architectural features include flat roof awnings over the 
doors and rear fans and industrial garages on the north elevation. Alterations include replacement 
roofing, siding, and doors. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, 
and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, 
background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As 
a result, 8HI15896 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a 
historic district. 

 
8HI15897: The Industrial Vernacular style building at 4614 S 50th Street was constructed ca. 

1977 (Photo 54). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a metal 
skeleton structural system covered with metal. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are 
covered with corrugated sheet metal. Visible windows include individual vinyl single-pane picture 
window units. Distinguishing architectural features include a high parapet wall on the roof façade and 
large central industrial garages. Alterations include replacement roofing, siding, windows, and doors. 
There is an expansion addition on the east elevation and a porch addition on the west elevation. Overall, 
the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment 
of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15897 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.

A total of eight historic resources (8HI15865, 8HI15867, 8HI15868, 8HI15872, 8HI15876, 
8HI15877, 8HI15889, 8HI15894) within the APE have no style and have construction dates that range 
from ca. 1967 to 1976. Of these buildings, all are newly identified mobile homes of the single-wide 
variety, with and without additions. These manufactured buildings have no style and are simply built 
in a factory with a steel chassis to allow for the ability to be moved.  The newly identified resources are 
described and shown below (Photos 56 through 64).

8HI15865: The mobile home with no style at 11901 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1968 (Photo 
56). The one-story, irregular plan rests on an obscured foundation and has a wood frame structural 
system covered with vinyl siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered with ribbed sheet 
metal. Visible windows include individual one-over-one and two-over-two metal single-hung sash 
units. Distinguishing architectural features include minimal eave overhang. Alterations include 
replacement roofing and siding. A gable porch addition is located on the east elevation. Overall, the 
building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment of 
a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15865 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 
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8HI15867: The mobile home with no style at 11888 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1973 (Photo 
57). The residence is #21 within the Alafia Mobile Plaza. The one-story, irregular plan rests on an 
obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame structural system covered with metal siding and wood 
siding on the shed roof additions. The bowed roof over the primary mass is covered with built-up 
roofing. Visible windows include individual one-over-one metal single-hung sash units. Distinguishing 
architectural features include an eave end projection with brackets, shutters, and metal foundation 
skirting. Alterations include replacement roofing. Shed roof additions are located on the west and north 
elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a 
significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15867 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. The 
building is a contributing resource within the Alafia Mobile Plaza (8HI16032) building complex 
resource group. 

 
8HI15868: The mobile home with no style at 11888 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1976 (Photo 

58). The residence is #10 within the Alafia Mobile Plaza. The one-story, irregular plan rests on an 
obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame structural system covered with metal siding. The gable 
roof over the primary mass is covered with standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include a 
mixture of individual, paired, and grouped (3) two-over-two, four-over-one, and four-over-four metal 
single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include minimal eave overhang, a gable 
end projection, and metal and wooden lattice foundation skirting. Alterations include replacement 
roofing, windows, and skirting. A shed roof porch addition is located on the west elevation. Overall, 
the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant embodiment 
of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15868 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. The building is a contributing 
resource within the Alafia Mobile Plaza (8HI16032) building complex resource group. 

 
8HI15872: The mobile home with no style at 11547 Corwin Street was constructed ca. 1972 

(Photo 59). The one-story, irregular plan rests on an obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame 
structural system covered with metal siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered with 
standing seam sheet metal. Visible windows include individual and paired one-over-one metal single-
hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include minimal eave overhang, faux shutters, 
and wooden foundation lattice. Alterations include replacement roofing. Based on aerial photography, 
additions are located on the east elevation of the building but are not visible from the public ROW. 
Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant 
embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not 
reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15872 does not 
appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.

8HI15876: The mobile home with no style at 11310 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1976 (Photo 

60). The residence is #147 within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home and RV Park. The one-story, 
rectangular plan rests on an obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame structural system covered 
with metal siding. The gable roof over the primary mass is covered with ribbed sheet metal. Visible 
windows include individual and paired one-over-one metal single-hung sash units, individual one-by-
one metal sliding units, and individual and paired three-stacked metal awning units. Distinguishing 
architectural features include an eave end projection with brackets, wooden foundational lattice, a metal 
window awning, angular roof line, metal trailer hitch, and a diamond shaped light inset within the front 
door. Alterations include replacement windows, the installation of a window awning, and an altered 
roof line. The original angular roof line has been covered with metal roofing in a gable roof 
configuration. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not 
a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15876 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. The 
building is a contributing resource within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home and RV Park (8HI16033) 
building complex resource group. 

 
8HI15877: The mobile home with no style at 11310 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1976 (Photo 

61). The residence is #152 within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home and RV Park. The one-story, 
irregular plan rests on an obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame structural system covered 
with metal siding. The bowed roof over the primary mass has been covered with 3V crimp sheet metal 
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in a gable roof configuration. Visible windows include individual and paired one-over-one metal single-
hung sash units, individual one-by-one metal sliding units, and a metal picture window comprised of a 
central fixed pane flanked by one-over-one single-hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features 
include an eave end projection with brackets, metal foundation skirting, a metal trailer hitch, a diamond 
shaped light inset within the front door, and a bay window projection. Alterations include an altered 
roof line. The original bowed roof line has been covered with metal roofing in a gable roof 
configuration. Shed roof porch additions have been constructed on the north and south elevations. 
Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a significant 
embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research did not 
reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15877 does not 
appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. The building 
is a contributing resource within the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home and RV Park (8HI16033) building 
complex resource group. 

 
8HI15889: The mobile home with no style at 10037 S US 41 was constructed ca. 1975 and 

was moved to the current location ca. 2003 (Google Earth 2025) (Photo 62). The original location of 
the mobile home is unknown, but the building is currently utilized as a used car sales office. The one-
story, irregular plan rests on an obscured pier foundation and has a wood frame structural system 
covered with metal siding. The bowed roof over the primary mass is covered with built-up roofing 
membrane. Visible windows include individual one-by-one metal sliding units. Distinguishing 
architectural features include the lack of eave overhang and the curved roof line. Alterations include 
the partial and complete enclosure of multiple windows. A shed roof porch addition is located on the 
east elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not 
a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15889 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district. 

 
8HI15894: The mobile home with no style at 4803 S 50th Street was constructed ca. 1967 

(Photo 63). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete pier foundation and has a wood frame 
structural system covered with aluminum. The gable and shed roofs over the primary mass are covered 
with corrugated sheet metal. Visible windows include individual and paired metal one-over-one single-
hung sash units. Distinguishing architectural features include faux-shutters. Alterations include 
replacement roofing, siding, doors, and windows. A short porch addition is located on the southeast 
elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural features, and is not a 
significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, background research 
did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI15894 
does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.  

 
Commercial Style Buildings 
 

One historic resource (8HI15887) within the APE is a newly identified building of the 
Commercial style and was constructed ca. 1972 (Photo 64). Commercial style buildings commonly 
consist of one or more units beneath a flat roof and parapet. Most entrances are through metal doors 
with full-view glass panels, fronted by a full-width open, entryways. Full-length, fixed pane windows 
with metal frames are most common, and exterior ornamentation is minimal.

64). The one-story, irregular plan rests on a concrete slab foundation and has a partially exposed 
(painted) concrete block structural system covered with brick veneer. The flat roof over the primary 
mass is covered with built-up roofing. Visible windows include individual, paired, and grouped (4) 
single pane metal fixed units. Distinguishing architectural features include a flat roof with a pent roof 
parapet covered in composition shingles, affixed signage, and retractable security shutters. Alterations 
include replacement roofing and siding, and the installation of security shutters. A shed roof addition 
is located on the north elevation. Overall, the building has been altered, lacks sufficient architectural 
features, and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. In addition, 
background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As 
a result, 8HI15887 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a 
historic district. 
 
Bridges 
 

A total of seven historic bridges (8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, 
8HI12023, and 8HI15900) are located within the APE that either appear ineligible for listing in the 
NRHP or have been determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO. Of these, one bridge 
was newly identified (8HI15900) and one previously recorded bridge (8HI12019) was updated because 
it has not been evaluated by the SHPO. The remaining five extant previously recorded bridges were 
determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO following the 2014 CRAS. No changes 
were identified during this survey; therefore, the resources remain ineligible. See the aforementioned 
report for the property descriptions and photographs (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). The newly 
identified and updated resources are described and shown below (Photos 65 through 66).

8HI12019: Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100106) is a 14-span concrete slab bridge that was 

constructed ca. 1945 in order to carry US 41 over Bullfrog Creek when US 41 was a two-lane road 
(Photo 65). The bridge is located in Sections 26 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956a). 
The overall dimension of the bridge measures approximately 211 ft long and 32 ft wide with a roadway 
width of approximately 24 ft. The superstructure consists of a concrete slab with a concrete deck that 
has been paved with asphalt. The substructure consists of 13 concrete bents with approximately three 
squared square piers each and sloped abutments lined with concrete bags and rubble rip rap. Concrete 
post and lintel style railings line the edges of the bridge, and a concrete barricade separates the travel 
lanes from a sidewalk. The date “1945” is stamped on the southeast corner of the bridge. Metal 
guardrails affixed to wooden posts line the approach. The current bridge was constructed to carry US 
41 over Bullfrog Creek when US 41 was a two-lane road; however, in 1960 a slab bridge (Bridge No. 
100044/8HI15900) was constructed immediately to the west of the bridge. At this time, traffic was 
divided between the two bridges with Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100106/8HI12019) carrying only the 
northbound lanes of US 41 traffic from this point onward. The bridge was first recorded during the 
2014 report; however, the bridge was incorrectly classified as a girder – floorbeam style bridge. In 
addition, Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100106/8HI12019) and the adjacent ca. 1960 slab bridge (Bridge 
No. 100044/8HI15900) were recorded as one bridge under the FMSF number 8HI12019. During the 
current survey, Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100106) has been updated to correct the bridge type, and 
the adjacent ca. 1960 slab bridge (8HI15900) has been newly recorded with a separate FMSF number. 
The bridge is a typical example of a common concrete slab bridge that has been altered and does not 
possess any notable engineering features or design elements that would differentiate it from dozens of 
similar examples built throughout Florida during the same time period. These types of bridges were 
constructed as part of the massive expansion of the State Road system following the end of World War 
II (Parsons Brinckerhoff 2005). This bridge was not recorded during the update to the Historic Highway 
Bridges of Florida; however, similar examples were recorded and were evaluated as ineligible for 
listing in the NRHP during that survey update (FDOT 2012, Survey No. 20057). In addition, 
background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. 
Thus, due to its commonality of design and lack of significant attributes or association, 8HI12019 does 
not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP either individually or as part of a historic district.  

 
8HI15900: US 41 Southbound over Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100044) is a nine-span, 

concrete slab bridge that was constructed ca. 1960 in order to carry the southbound lanes of US 41 over 
Bullfrog Creek (Photo 66). The bridge is located in Section 26 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East 
(USGS 1956a). The overall dimension of the bridge measures approximately 222 ft long and 36 ft wide 
with a roadway width of approximately 28 ft. The superstructure consists of a concrete slab with a 
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concrete deck that has been paved with asphalt. The substructure consists of eight concrete bents with 
approximately three squared square piers each and sloped abutments lined with concrete bags and 
rubble rip rap. A solid concrete parapet topped with metal railings flanks the edges of the bridge, and a 
concrete barricade separates the travel lanes from the sidewalk. The date “1960” is stamped on the 
northwest corner. Metal guardrails affixed to wooden posts line the approach. The bridge was 
constructed ca. 1960 when US 41 was widened. Prior to the construction of US 41 Southbound over 
Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100044/8HI15900), northbound and southbound traffic was carried over 
Bullfrog Creek by Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100106) (8HI12019) which is located immediately to 
the east. During the 2014 report, Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100106/8HI12019) and US 41 Southbound 
over Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 100044/8HI15900) were recorded as one bridge under the FMSF 
number 8HI12019. As part of the current survey, US 41 Southbound over Bullfrog Creek (Bridge No. 
100044/8HI15900) has been newly recorded with a separate FMSF number. The bridge is a typical 
example of a common post‐1945 concrete bridge and does not possess any notable engineering features 
or design elements that would differentiate it from dozens of similar examples built throughout Florida 
during the same time period. These types of bridges were constructed as part of the massive expansion 
of the State Road system in the decades following the end of World War II (Parsons Brinckerhoff 2005). 
This bridge was not recorded during the update to the Historic Highway Bridges of Florida; however, 
similar examples were recorded and were evaluated as ineligible for listing in the NRHP during that 
survey update (FDOT 2012, Survey No. 20057). In addition, background research did not reveal any 
historic associations with significant persons and/or events. Thus, due to its commonality of design and 
lack of significant attributes or association, 8HI15900 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP 
either individually or as part of a historic district.  

 
Building Complex Resource Groups 
 

A total of ten building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 8HI12119, 
8HI12120, 8HI12122, 8HI12123, 8HI16031, 8HI16032, and 8HI16033) are located within the APE. 
Of these, three were newly identified (8HI16031, 8HI16032, and 8HI16033) and one previously 
recorded building complex resource group (8HI12120) was updated to include a newly recorded 
contributing resource and revise the original boundaries. The remaining six extant previously recorded 
building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 8HI12119, 8HI12122, and 
8HI12123) were determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO following the 2014 CRAS. 
No changes were identified during this survey; therefore, the resources remain ineligible. See the 
aforementioned report for the resource descriptions and photographs (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). 
The newly identified and updated resources are described below. 
 

8HI12120: The Gibtown Motel Building Complex Resource Group is located at 11545 S US 
41 in Section 35 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956a). The resource is located adjacent 
to SMF/FPC 4C. The resource was first recorded during the Cultural Resource Assessment Survey US 
41 (SR 45) from Kracker Avenue to South of SR 676 (Causeway Boulevard) Project Development and 
Environment (PD&E) Study, Hillsborough County, Florida in 2014 with two contributing resources 
(Survey No. 20682). The contributing resources included two Masonry Vernacular style buildings 
(8HI12046 and 8HI12047), constructed ca. 1961 and 1957, respectively. The building complex 
resource group FMSF form was updated during the current survey to include an additional contributing 
resource, a ca. 1976 Masonry Vernacular style building (8HI15873) that was constructed as a restaurant 
for the motel complex, and the resource group boundary was expanded to include the resource as well. 
The Gibtown Motel Building Complex Resource Group was determined ineligible for listing in the 
NRHP by the SHPO following the 2014 survey and appears to remain ineligible for listing in the NRHP, 
either individually or as part of a historic district. 
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8HI16031: The Park at Palm Grove MHP is a building complex resource group located at 6250 
Park Grove Drive in Section 35 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956a). The Park at Palm 
Grove MHP is a post-World War II era mobile home park that was established ca. 1973 and the current 
overall development includes approximately 27 lots. The mobile home park is contained within 
Hillsborough County parcel no. U-35-30-19-1S1-000000-00013.0 to the east of US 41. Within the 
boundaries of the resource group, there is one contributing resource.  The contributing resource is a ca. 
1973 Masonry Vernacular style building (8HI15863) that is utilized as the office of the mobile home 
park. Although the mobile home park was originally established ca. 1973, the property was cleared of 
all streets, vegetation, and buildings except for the main office (8HI15863) ca. 2002 and was redesigned 
to the current configuration around the Park Grove Drive loop. None of the mobile homes within the 
resource group are historic and the majority of the lots are filled with RVs. Overall, The Park at Palm 
Grove MHP is a common example of a mobile home park found throughout Florida that has been 
significantly altered and no longer reflects the historic layout. The resource group is not a significant 
embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. Background research did not reveal any 
historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI16031 does not appear 
eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.  

 
8HI16032: The Alafia Mobile Plaza is a building complex resource group located at 11888 S 

US 41 in Section 35 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956a). Alafia Mobile Plaza is a 
post-World War II era mobile home park that was established ca. 1973 and the current overall 
development includes approximately 104 lots. The mobile home park is contained within Hillsborough 
County parcel no. U-35-30-19-1S1-000000-00001.1 which is roughly bound by US 41 to the west, the 
railroad corridor to the east, and residential subdivisions to the north and south. Within the boundaries 
of the resource group, there are three contributing resources.  These include two representative mobile 
homes constructed between 1973 and 1976 (8HI15867 and 8HI15868), and one representative Masonry 
Vernacular style building (8HI15866). It was beyond the scope of work for this CRAS to identify all 
resources within the entire resource group, and only representative mobile homes or permanent 
structures were evaluated. Alafia Mobile Plaza is comprised of one main loop (an unnamed street) 
accessed by an east-west street which connects to US 41. There are approximately 104 lots total within 
the mobile home park and no visible amenities (e.g. clubhouse, office, shuffleboard courts, pool, etc.). 
The mobile homes are oriented perpendicular to the street (with the short ends of the mobile homes 
facing the street) with the majority of the mobile homes oriented north-south. Alafia Mobile Plaza first 
appears on historic aerial photographs ca. 1973, at which time approximately 75% of the lots had been 
filled (FDOT 1973). The mobile home park reached its current configuration by ca. 1984 and several 
mobile homes have been replaced over the years (FDOT 1984). Overall, Alafia Mobile Plaza is a 
common example of a mobile home park found throughout Florida and is not a significant embodiment 
of a type, period, or method of construction. Background research did not reveal any historic 
associations with significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI16032 does not appear eligible for 
listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.  
 

8HI16033: The Hideaway Hills Mobile Home & RV Park is a building complex resource group 
located at 11310 S US 41 in Section 26 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956a). Hideaway 
Hills is a post-World War II era mobile home park that was established ca. 1963 and the current overall 
development includes approximately 40 lots. The mobile home and RV park is contained within 
Hillsborough County parcel no. U-26-30-19-ZZZ-000001-72630.1 and is roughly bound by US 41 to 
the west, Symmes Road to the south, and Bullfrog Creek to the north and east. Within the boundaries 
of the resource group, there are four contributing resources, including one Masonry Vernacular style 
residence (8HI15874), a representative example of a Masonry Vernacular style cabin (8HI15875), and 
two representative mobile homes with no style (8HI15876 and 8HI15877), constructed between ca. 
1963 and 1976. It was beyond the scope of work for this CRAS to identify all resources within the 
entire resource group, and only representative mobile homes or permanent structures were evaluated. 
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No visible amenities (e.g. clubhouse, office, shuffleboard courts, pool, etc.) are present within the 
building complex resource group. The mobile homes are generally oriented perpendicular to the street 
(with the short ends of the mobile homes facing the street) with the majority of the mobile homes 
oriented east-west. During the 1960s and into the 1970s, Hideaway Hills was comprised of a residence 
at the north end of the property, four cabins at the south end of the property, and two streets leading off 
of US 41 which was lined with mobile homes (FDOT 1965a, 1973). The number of mobile homes on 
the property increased throughout the 1970s and by 1984 a section for RV lots was added to the north 
end of the property (FDOT 1976a, 1984). The majority of the current layout dates to ca. 1984, including 
the RV lots and the minor unnamed streets that remain on the property; however, the residence, cabins, 
and several mobile homes from the 1960s and 1970s also remain extant. Approximately one fourth of 
the property was cleared ca. 2022, including numerous mobile homes and the two streets which led 
from US 41 (Google Earth 2025). The cleared property is now considered a separate parcel. Overall, 
the Hideaway Hills Mobile Home & RV Park (8HI16033) building complex resource group is a 
common example of a mobile home park found throughout Florida that has been significantly altered 
and no longer reflects the historic layout. The resource group is not a significant embodiment of a type, 
period, or method of construction. Background research did not reveal any historic associations with 
significant persons and/or events. As a result, 8HI16033 does not appear eligible for listing in the 
NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district.  
 
Rural Historic Landscape 
 

One newly identified rural historic landscape (8HI16030) is located within the APE. The newly 
identified resource is described and shown below (Photo 67).

8HI16030: The Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape is located at 6038 
Kracker Avenue in Gibsonton, Florida in Section 3 of Township 31 South, Range 19 East (USGS 
1956a). The resource is located adjacent to SMF 1C. The approximate 27-acre property is contained 
within Hillsborough County Parcel No. U-03-31-19-ZZZ-000001-73600.0 and U-03-31-19-1RR-
000000-00094.0, -00094.1, -00095.1, -00095.2. The property is roughly bound by US 41 to the east, 
Kracker Avenue to the south, and Tampa Bay to the west. Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish, later known 
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as Bramco, Inc., was established ca. 1957 or earlier as a fish hatchery by Emil Kushmer (USDA 1957a). 
In 1963, approximately 85 fish farms were in business in the Tampa area, including south Hillsborough 
County and Manatee County, with facilities ranging from 5 to 100 acres in size. At this time, “tropical 
fish…account[ed] for 30 per cent of the outbound air freight shipments from Tampa” making fish 
farmers the “number one commercial air freight shippers out of Tampa” (Beckerman 1963). In addition 
to Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish, a newspaper article focused on the ornamental fish industry within 
the Tampa Bay area listed numerous fish farms just within the Gibsonton-Adamsville-Ruskin area, 
including Elsberry, Everglades Aquatic Nurseries, Exotic Fish Hatchery, George Graves Fish Hatchery, 
Jose R. Alvarez, Memorial Aquatic Gardens, Moore’s Tropical Fish Farm, Premium Fish Hatchery, 
Rice’s Tropical Fish Farm, Silver Bay, and the world’s largest producer at that time — H. Woolf & 
Son’s 130-acre facility (Beauchamp 1961). Fish farming operations can be found throughout the entire 
state, however. In 1978, Florida was considered the center of the ornamental fish industry with 
“ornamental fish represent[ing] the largest volume of products shipped by air from Florida” (Knowles 
1978). Today multiple former fish farms can be identified within less than a mile of the Kushmer 
Brothers Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape along the US 41 corridor. Examples of these 
abandoned facilities, identified by the distinctive narrow clusters of manmade ponds visible on aerial 
photographs, include the east end of Kracker Avenue, east of The Park at Palm Grove mobile home 
park at 6250 Park Grove Drive, and north of the Alafia Mobile Plaza mobile home park at 11888 S US 
41, highlighting the commonality of the facilities within this area. 
 

At its largest extent, the Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish facility was comprised of 
approximately 220 shallow ponds and five buildings (FDOT 1973). Roughly half of the ponds has been 
constructed by 1957; however, only one building was visible in historic aerial photographs. The facility 
was expanded during the 1960s and into the 1970s when the facility was eventually abandoned (FDOT 
1965a, 1976). Over the next few decades, the property — including the ponds and the buildings – 
became heavily overgrown and obscured by surrounding vegetation. By ca. 2022, the remaining 
deteriorated buildings had been demolished (Google Earth 2025). The only remaining resources on the 
property are the shallow ponds that are severely overgrown (Photo 67). The property is now owned by 
Hillsborough County with plans for environmental restoration (Bay Soundings n.d.). Although 
ornamental fish farming operations were a significant industry in this area of Hillsborough County, the 
Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape has been significantly altered over the years 
through the deterioration and demolition of associated buildings and the severe overgrowth of the 
manmade fishponds. Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish does not retain historic integrity, and it is not a 
significant example of a fish farming operation as several similar examples of abandoned fish farming 
operations can be found throughout the immediate area and region. In addition, background research 
does not suggest that Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish played a significant role in the industry during 
its time of operation. As such, the Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape 
(8HI16030) does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic 
district. 
 
Linear Resources 
 

A total of seven linear resources (8HI12125, 8HI12126, 8HI12129, 8HI16034, 8HI16035, 
8HI16036, and 8HI16037) are located within the APE that either appear ineligible for listing in the 
NRHP or have been determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO. Of these, four were 
newly identified (8HI16034, 8HI16035, 8HI16036, and 8HI16037). The proposed work being 
conducted within the APE at Archie Creek Canal (South) (8HI16035), Archie Creek Canal (North) 
(8HI16036), and Fred’s Creek Canal (8HI16037) includes the replacement or extension of the existing 
bridges carrying US 41 (SR 45) over the waterways in order to accommodate road widening. 
Furthermore, the proposed shared use path and road widening will occur adjacent to Old US 41 
(8HI16034); however, all work will remain within the existing ROW and will not impact the resource.

The remaining three extant previously recorded linear resources (8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129) 
were determined ineligible for listing in the NRHP by the SHPO following the 2014 CRAS. No changes 
were identified during this survey; therefore, the resources remain ineligible. See the aforementioned 
report for the resource descriptions and photographs (ACI 2014; Survey No. 20682). The newly 
identified resources are described and shown below (Photos 68 through 71).

8HI16034: Two segments of Old US 41 are located within the APE where the route meets US 
41, including a 363 ft segment in the south and a 393 ft segment in the north. These segments are located 
within Section 15 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East and Section 10 of Township 30 South, Range 
19 East, respectively (USGS 1956a, 1956b). Old US 41 within the APE is approximately 24 ft wide 
with two undivided travel lanes (Photo 68). The southern segment within the APE is traversed 
perpendicularly by an at-grade crossing of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237). The tracks are laid within 
the asphalt paving and flanked by crossbucks with flashing red lights. Old US 41 was first constructed 
ca. 1913 as “the bayshore road” (Tampa Tribune 1913). The shell-paved route was constructed to 
provide a direct route between Tampa and Manatee County, specifically Bradenton. By the 1920s, the 
route had been included as part of the Tamiami Trail and was also known as State Road 23 (Tampa 
Tribune 1924). The segment now known as “Old US 41” was abandoned ca. 1938 and a 2.5 mile 
segment was constructed to the west in order to eliminate two railroad crossings (Tampa Tribune 1938, 
USDA 1938b). The majority of the road’s total length is located outside the APE. Surveying and 
recording the entire roadway are beyond the scope of this report, as such only the segments within the 
APE were surveyed and recorded. The segment of Old US 41 within the APE is a common example of 
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roads within Florida and lacks unique design and engineering features. The segment has been altered 
over the years, including paving with asphalt and reconfiguration to accommodate the construction and 
widening of US 41, resulting in a loss of historic integrity. In addition, the surrounding area, originally 
rural and undeveloped, has been altered by industrial development and mining operations. As such, the 
segments of Old US 41 (8HI16034) within the APE do not appear to be eligible for the NRHP; however, 
there is insufficient information to determine NRHP eligibility for the linear resource as a whole. 

 
8HI16035: The segment of Archie Creek South Canal within the APE is located in Section 15 

of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956b) (Photo 69). The segment is approximately 597 
ft long and 26 ft wide and lined with mangroves. Archie Creek South Canal is a naturally occurring 
creek that was channelized ca. 1938 or earlier (USDA 1938b). The segment within the APE flows east-
west beneath US 41 which is carried over the canal by the ca. 1943 Archie Creek Bridge (FDOT 
100046) (8HI12020). Overall, the linear resource is a common example of a channelized creek found 
throughout Florida and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction; 
and has no known significant historic associations. As a result, the segment of 8HI16035 within the 
APE does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district; 
however, there is insufficient information to evaluate the resource as a whole. 
 

8HI16036: The segment of Archie Creek North Canal within the APE is located in Section 10 
of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956b) (Photo 70). The segment is approximately 590 
ft long and 33 ft wide and lined with mangroves. Archie Creek North Canal is a naturally occurring 
creek that was channelized ca. 1938 or earlier (USDA 1938b). The segment within the APE flows east-
west beneath US 41 which is carried over the canal by the ca. 1943 Archie Creek Bridge (FDOT 
100047) (8HI12021). Overall, the linear resource is a common example of a channelized creek found 
throughout Florida and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction; 
and has no known significant historic associations. As a result, the segment of 8HI16036 within the 
APE does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district; 
however, there is insufficient information to evaluate the resource as a whole. 
 

8HI16037: The segment of Fred’s Creek Canal within the APE is located in Section 10 of 
Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956b) (Photo 71). The segment is approximately 621 ft 
long and 36 ft wide and lined with mangroves. Fred’s Creek Canal is a naturally occurring creek that 
was channelized ca. 1938 or earlier (USDA 1938b). The segment within the APE flows east-west 
beneath US 41 which is carried over the canal by the ca. 1937 Fred’s Creek Bridge (FDOT 100467) 
(8HI12022). Overall, the linear resource is a common example of a channelized creek found throughout 
Florida and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction; and has no 
known significant historic associations. As a result, the segment of 8HI16037 within the APE does not 
appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic district; however, 
there is insufficient information to evaluate the resource as a whole. 
 
Inaccessible Resources 
 

In addition to the 125 historic resources identified within the APE, the Hillsborough County 
property appraiser identified two historic resources that could not be evaluated or recorded during the 
field survey due to lack of accessibility and/or obstructed views from the ROW. These include a ca. 
1965 building located at 12002 S US 41 and a ca. 1972 building located at 11545 S US 41. The ca. 
1965 building located at 12002 S US 41 is set back from the public ROW down a private drive on a 
parcel that is heavily vegetated (Figure 25). The ca. 1972 building located at 11545 S US 41 is set back 
from the public ROW behind an adjacent building, wooden fence, and vegetation (Figure 26). Based 
on available information, these resources are probably typical examples of vernacular style buildings; 
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however, because the resources are not visible or accessible from the ROW, the status and condition of 
the resources are unknown.

8. CONCLUSIONS 
 

Proposed improvements for the Preferred Alternative includes widening US 41 (SR 45) from 
a four-lane divided rural and urban facility to a six-lane divided facility as well as intersection 
improvements, construction of stormwater management and floodplain compensation facilities, and 
multimodal improvements. Proposed typical sections include urban typical sections within north 
Gibsonton from Palm Avenue to Lula Street and suburban typical sections for the remainder of the 
project. Additional ROW will be required in the north Gibsonton area. Replacement of the bridges at 
Bullfrog Creek and the Alafia River is also planned. 

 
The archaeological survey consisted of a visual examination of the pond sites followed by 

subsurface shovel testing within the archaeological APE. As a result of the archaeological field survey, 
including the excavation of 37 shovel tests, no artifacts were recovered from any shovel tests within 
the APE. Therefore, no new or previously recorded archaeological sites were found in any APE. 
Furthermore, two proposed pond sites (SMF/FPC 4C and SMF 5B) were not tested due to access issues. 
Field surveying and coordination with SHPO will take place during the Design phase of the project 
before any ground disturbance is conducted within SMF/FPC 4C and SMF 5B. 

 
As a result of the historical/architectural field survey, 125 historic resources were identified 

within the APE. This includes 48 newly identified historic resources (8HI15860 – 8HI15898, 
8HI15900, and 8HI16030 – 8HI16037) and 77 extant previously recorded historic resources 
(8HI01007, 8HI01058, 8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI01059, 8HI10237, 8HI11379, 8HI11793, 
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8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, 8HI12023, 8HI12025, 8HI12029, 8HI12031, 8HI12032, 
8HI12033, 8HI12034, 8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 
8HI12068, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 8HI12082, 
8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12092 – 8HI12101, 8HI12103, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 
8HI12119, 8HI12120, 8HI12122, 8HI12123, 8HI12125, 8HI12126, and 8HI12129). Of the 77 extant 
previously recorded historic resources located within the APE, four (8HI12019, 8HI12033, 8HI12100, 
and 8HI12120) were updated and re-evaluated and the remaining 73 extant previously recorded historic 
resources were not updated as they were already evaluated by the SHPO, and no changes were identified 
during this survey. Furthermore, 27 previously recorded resources (8HI01008, 8HI01022, 8HI01022A, 
8HI01022B, 8HI01022C, 8HI01022D, 8HI01022E, 8HI01022F, 8HI01022G, 8HI01059, 8HI12026, 
8HI12027, 8HI12028, 8HI12030, 8HI12058 – 8HI12066, 8HI12080, 8HI12102, 8HI12104, and 
8HI12121) were confirmed as demolished during the field survey. No historic resources are located 
within the proposed pond sites; however, pond sites are proposed adjacent to 13 ineligible resources 
(8HI12034, 8HI12046, 8HI12047, 8HI12120, 8HI12126, 8HI15862, 8HI15873, 8HI15879, 8HI15880, 
8HI15881, 8HI15882, 8HI15883, and 8HI16030) and four pond sites (SMF 6D1, SMF 6D2, SMF 7A, 
and FPC 9A/10A) are adjacent to a segment of the NRHP-eligible CSX Railroad (8HI10237). 
 

Of the 125 historic resources identified within the APE, 123 appear ineligible for listing in the 
NRHP. The ineligible resources include 98 buildings (8HI01058A – 8HI01058E, 8HI11379, 8HI12025, 
8HI12029, 8HI12031-8HI12035, 8HI12037 – 8HI12042, 8HI12044 – 8HI12055, 8HI12067, 
8HI12068, 8HI12069, 8HI12071, 8HI12073 – 8HI12075, 8HI12077, 8HI12079, 8HI12081, 8HI12082, 
8HI12083, 8HI12085 – 8HI12088, 8HI12090, 8HI12092 – 8HI12101, 8HI12103, and 8HI15860 – 
8HI15898), seven bridges (8HI11793, 8HI12019, 8HI12020, 8HI12021, 8HI12022, 8HI12023, and 
8HI15900), seven linear resources (8HI12125, 8HI12126, 8HI12129, 8HI16034, 8HI16035, 8HI16036, 
and 8HI16037), ten building complex resource groups (8HI01058, 8HI12117, 8HI12118, 8HI12119, 
8HI12120, 8HI12122, 8HI12123, 8HI16031, 8HI16032, and 8HI16033), and one rural historic 
landscape (8HI16030). The two resources, the Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House 
(8HI01007) and a segment of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237), were recorded within the APE during the 
2014 CRAS and remain eligible for listing in the NRHP. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and 
Tender House (8HI01007) is considered eligible for listing in the NRHP under Criterion C in the area 
of Engineering as a rare example of a historic railroad swing bridge in Florida. In addition, a segment 
of the ca. 1918 CSX Railroad (8HI10237) was determined eligible for listing in the NRHP under 
Criterion A in the area of Transportation for its instrumental role in the industrial, commercial, and 
residential development of the region. The segment was originally constructed as the Tampa Southern 
Railroad, a subsidiary of the Atlantic Coast Line Railroad. Both resources appear to remain eligible for 
listing in the NRHP as neither resource has been significantly altered since the determination of 
eligibility made by the SHPO in 2014. 
 

Since two historic properties (8HI01007 and 8HI10237) within the APE have been determined 
eligible for listing in the NRHP, the Criteria of Adverse Effect, as set forth in 36 CFR Part 800.5(a)(1), 
was applied to the project. The proposed work being conducted within the APE in proximity to these 
NRHP-eligible properties includes the widening of the existing roadway from a four-lane divided 
facility to a six-lane divided facility, and replacing the bridges at Alafia River (Bridge No. 100045 and 
100107). These bridges were recorded together (US 41 [SR 45] over the Alafia River, southbound [SB] 
and northbound [NB], respectively) as 8HI11793 and were found ineligible for listing on the NRHP by 
the SHPO on February 10, 2014. The Alafia River Swing Span Bridge and Tender House (8HI01007) 
and the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) are located adjacent to the proposed activities on the east side of US 
41 (SR 45) and neither property will be impacted by the proposed improvements. The bridge 
replacement activities will remain within the existing ROW and will widen approximately 10 ft to the 
east and 50 ft to the west. A majority of the proposed widening will occur going away from the NRHP-
eligible properties and will not adversely result in physical destruction, damage, or alteration of all or 
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part of the historic resources for which they appear NRHP eligible. The CSX Railroad (8HI10237) runs 
parallel to the US 41 (SR 45) corridor and no roadway improvements will take place within the CSX 
ROW. Furthermore, four of the proposed pond sites (SMF 6D1, SMF 6D2, SMF 7A, and FPC 9A/10A) 
are also located adjacent to segments of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237) but are not within the CSX 
ROW. As such, the proposed undertaking will have no adverse effect on the Alafia River Swing Span 
Bridge (8HI01007) and CSX Railroad (8HI10237). Based on the results of the background research 
and field investigations, the proposed undertaking will result in no adverse effect to historic properties. 
No further cultural resources work is recommended.

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 Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape is located at 6038 Kracker Avenue in 
Gibsonton, Florida in Section 3 of Township 31 South, Range 19 East (United States Geological Survey 
[USGS] 1956). The approximate 27-acre property is contained within Hillsborough County Parcel No. U-
03-31-19-ZZZ-000001-73600.0 and U-03-31-19-1RR-000000-00094.0, -00094.1, -00095.1, -00095.2. 
The property is roughly bound by US 41 to the east, Kracker Avenue to the south, and Tampa Bay to the 
west. Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish, later known as Bramco, Inc., was established circa (ca.) 1957 or 
earlier as a fish hatchery by Emil Kushmer (United States Department of Agriculture [USDA] 1957).  
 

In 1963, approximately 85 fish farms were in business in the Tampa area, including south 
Hillsborough County and Manatee County, with facilities ranging from 5 to 100 acres in size. At this 
time, “tropical fish…account[ed] for 30 per cent of the outbound air freight shipments from Tampa” 
making fish farmers the “number one commercial air freight shippers out of Tampa” (Beckerman 1963). 
In addition to Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish, a newspaper article focused on the ornamental fish 
industry within the Tampa Bay area listed numerous fish farms just within the Gibsonton-Adamsville-
Ruskin area, including Elsberry, Everglades Aquatic Nurseries, Exotic Fish Hatchery, George Graves 
Fish Hatchery, Jose R. Alvarez, Memorial Aquatic Gardens, Moore’s Tropical Fish Farm, Premium Fish 
Hatchery, Rice’s Tropical Fish Farm, Silver Bay, and the world’s largest producer at that time — H. 
Woolf & Son’s 130-acre facility (Beauchamp 1961). Fish farming operations can be found throughout the 
entire state, however. In 1978, Florida was considered the center of the ornamental fish industry with 
“ornamental fish represent[ing] the largest volume of products shipped by air from Florida” (Knowles 
1978). Today multiple former fish farms can be identified within less than a mile of the Kushmer Brothers 
Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape along the US 41 corridor. Examples of these abandoned facilities, 
identified by the distinctive narrow clusters of manmade ponds visible on aerial photographs, include the 
east end of Kracker Avenue, east of The Park at Palm Grove mobile home park at 6250 Park Grove 
Drive, and north of the Alafia Mobile Plaza mobile home park at 11888 S US 41, highlighting the 
commonality of the facilities within this area. 
 

At its largest extent, the Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish facility was comprised of approximately 
220 shallow ponds and five buildings (Florida Department of Transportation [FDOT] 1973) (Figure 1). 
Roughly half of the ponds has been constructed by 1957; however, only one building was visible in 
historic aerial photographs. The facility was expanded during the 1960s and into the 1970s when the 
facility was eventually abandoned (FDOT 1965, 1976). Over the next few decades, the property — 
including the ponds and the buildings – became heavily overgrown and obscured by surrounding 
vegetation. By ca. 2022, the remaining deteriorated buildings had been demolished (Google Earth 2025). 
The only remaining resources on the property are the shallow ponds that are severely overgrown. The 
property is now owned by Hillsborough County with plans for environmental restoration (Bay Soundings 
n.d.). 
 

Although ornamental fish farming operations were a significant industry in this area of 
Hillsborough County, the Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish Rural Historic Landscape has been 
significantly altered over the years through the deterioration and demolition of associated buildings and 
the severe overgrowth of the manmade fishponds. Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish does not retain 
historic integrity, and it is not a significant example of a fish farming operation as several similar 
examples of abandoned fish farming operations can be found throughout the immediate area and region. 
In addition, background research does not suggest that Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish played a 
significant role in the industry during its time of operation. As such, the Kushmer Brothers Tropical Fish 
Rural Historic Landscape (8HI16030) does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually 
or as part of a historic district.

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The Alafia Mobile Plaza is a building complex resource group located at 11888 S US 41 in Section 
35 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East (USGS 1956). Alafia Mobile Plaza is a post-World War II era 
mobile home park that was established ca. 1973 and the current overall development includes 
approximately 104 lots.

Alafia Mobile Plaza is comprised of one main loop (an unnamed street) accessed by an east-west 

street which connects to US 41. There are approximately 104 lots total within the mobile home park and no 
visible amenities (e.g. clubhouse, office, shuffleboard courts, pool, etc.). The mobile homes are oriented 
perpendicular to the street (with the short ends of the mobile homes facing the street) with the majority of 
the mobile homes oriented north-south. Alafia Mobile Plaza first appears on historic aerial photographs ca. 
1973, at which time approximately 75% of the lots had been filled (FDOT 1973) (Figure 1). The mobile 
home park reached its current configuration by ca. 1984 and several mobile homes have been replaced over 
the years (FDOT 1984). Overall, Alafia Mobile Plaza is a common example of a mobile home park found 
throughout Florida and is not a significant embodiment of a type, period, or method of construction. 
Background research did not reveal any historic associations with significant persons and/or events. As a 
result, 8HI16032 does not appear eligible for listing in the NRHP, either individually or as part of a historic 
district.

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Two segments of Old US 41 are located within the APE where the route meets US 41, including a 363-
foot (ft) segment in the south and a 393-ft segment in the north. These segments are located within 
Section 15 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East and Section 10 of Township 30 South, Range 19 East, 
respectively (United States Geological Survey [USGS] 1956a, 1956b). Old US 41 within the APE is 
approximately 24-ft wide with two undivided travel lanes. The southern segment within the APE is 
traversed perpendicularly by an at-grade crossing of the CSX Railroad (8HI10237). The tracks are laid 
within the asphalt paving and flanked by crossbucks with flashing red lights. 
 
Old US 41 was first constructed ca. 1913 as “the bayshore road” (Tampa Tribune 1913). The shell-paved 
route was constructed to provide a direct route between Tampa and Manatee County, specifically 
Bradenton. By the 1920s, the route had been included as part of the Tamiami Trail and was also known as 
State Road 23 (Tampa Tribune 1924). The segment now known as “Old US 41” was abandoned ca. 1938 
and a 2.5-mile segment was constructed to the west in order to eliminate two railroad crossings (Tampa 
Tribune 1938). The grade for the 2.5-mile segment that is now US 41 can be seen to the east of Old US 41 
in Figure 1. 
 
The majority of the road’s total length is located outside the APE. Surveying and recording the entire 
roadway are beyond the scope of this report, as such only the segments within the APE were surveyed 
and recorded. The segment of Old US 41 within the APE is a common example of roads within Florida 
and lacks unique design and engineering features. The segment has been altered over the years, including 
paving with asphalt and reconfiguration to accommodate the construction and widening of US 41, 
resulting in a loss of historic integrity. In addition, the surrounding area, originally rural and undeveloped, 
has been altered by industrial development and mining operations. As such, the segments of Old US 41 
(8HI16034) within the APE do not appear to be eligible for the NRHP; however, there is insufficient 
information to determine NRHP eligibility for the linear resource as a whole.
